Justin, who suffers from Cerebral Palsy, has a degree from Lincoln University, has worked with disabled Athletes in Christchurch, and last December became Sports Officer for the Disabled, for Sport Tasman.


He has always had a deep interest in sport, concentrating personally on Wheelchair Rugby.  He has represented New Zealand at this discipline, and was a member of the team that reached the semifinals at the Sydney Para Olympics last year. Training 20 hours per week was required.  


Justin divides his work into three areas


Contacting children with physical and mental disabilities, and encouraging them to participate in sport of any kind.


Working in Schools to integrate the activities, sometimes bending the rules, to allow the child to compete, maybe using wheelchairs larger softer balls etc.


Working in the Community with Sports Groups to integrate the disabled into their programmes.  eg.  Rifle shooting, bowls, Soccer, Rugby, Gymnastics.





The motto is: - More People, More Active, More often.
