 Annette Milligan          Workplace Stress

Annette Milligan of the Independent Nursing Practice addressed us on proposed amendments to the Health and Safety in Employment Act, which are currently before the Select Committee. These are likely to be passed into law in September or October this year. 


The main issue is the inclusion of mental harm including mental or physical fatigue within the definition of harm under the Act.


Submissions so far are fairly balanced but a majority acknowledges the need to address issues of stress and fatigue. Annette discussed the implications of some decisions from the UK Court of Appeal, which rules on the legislation on which the proposed NZ law is being based.


Annette's practice is part of Ramazzini Workplace Health and Rehabilitation and their recommendation to employers is to:


Identify significant hazards; Develop Policy; Provide access to support and counseling; assess and monitor. Employers must take this seriously, assess, support and make changes if appropriate.


Comments and questions from the floor at the end of her presentation indicate robust debate is likely before the amendments become law.
