Philip is an advocate for men and is National President of the Father & Child Society, lecturer in Gender Issues at NMIT, producer of Men's Mettle (a resource list for men) and director of Real Dads at the Nelson Neighborhood Centre.

He commonly speaks to women's groups and tries to promote the positive things that men bring to their families and to voice concerns about the typecasting which begins when boys are very young.

Philip told us that women generally have better networks and support than men and he is trying to improve these for men. 

In his wide ranging talk he covered topics such as the health risks faced by men, concerns about society distancing men from their children because of concerns about being 
labeled
 as abusive, the feminization of education and the importance of a team approach to parenting.
