Liz Jerram & Eleanor Gorrie  – The Cancer Society





Eleanor spoke on the structure and function of the society, whose aims are “To reduce the effect of Cancer on our Community”. The society performs health promotion & education, support to families and the hospice; hospice staff support and pays a levy to the National body. Its income comes from donations, subscriptions, fundraising, legacies and bequests, and from the nation appeal, Daffodil Day.

Liz then spoke of the impact of cancers on the community and gave figures of the increased cancer death rate in men, especially in maori men. The big killers are lung, bowel and prostate cancers in men. Risk factors include smoking, age, alcohol, UV light, dietary factors, and environmental and occupational factors.  It is thought that perhaps 70% of cancers have  environmental factors in their origin
