Ray presented Andrew Wallace who was sponsored by this club to the RYLA programme in Christchurch in July with his Award. Andrew, who works for Glenn Roberts Electrical, told us what a great experience it had been and thanked us for the opportunity to take part.

Last meeting 



Dr Neil Cherry BSc (Hons) PhD FRMetS MAmMetS MRSNZ spoke on meteorology. 

Starting with some basic physics: Hot air rises - what goes up must come down - things slide downhill, he explained the large scale meteorological patterns of the Hadley and Walker circulation patterns. He then explained how these are affected by sunspot cycles, the quasi biennial oscillation, El nino and La nina patterns and the Antarctic circumpolar wave. He showed that for New Zealand the most reliable indicator of climate up to two years out is sea water temperature.

In Dr Cherry's view there is definite evidence that human induced greenhouse effects have raised global temperatures by about 0.6 degrees C in the past 100 years compared to a drop of 0.1 degrees C for each of the previous 1000 years. The implications of this for NZ is that anticyclones will move further south and give more westerlies causing more droughts in Canterbury-Marlborough together with greater extremes - lower winter and higher summer temperatures.

He gave a prediction of higher inflows to the hydro catchments next year (subject to no volcanic SO2 input).

Dr Cherry was a member of the Climate Advisory Group formed after the 1992 electricity crisis and gave us an insight into the politics of the industry at that time. In his opinion the crisis occurred in a year with inflows 50% higher than in the previous low winter because of deliberate mismanagement to achieve an increased return for ECNZ which was required by the Government of the day. The lessons of that crisis appear to have been forgotten in the re-structured industry of today where an engineeringly optimised system designed to give the lowest price with maximum security of supply has been fragmented and is managed without weather input.

Dr Cherry is Chairman of the newly formed public company "Windflow Technology Ltd" and indicated that wind turbines are now economical at 4.5 cents/unit plus line charges and are now the cheapest option for future expansion in generating capacity.
