Report Plan – 5 marks (Max 250 words)

You should include a suitable essay plan which outlines the content and the way the content will be structured. Web report issues should also be covered i.e. images, structure of HTML pages, navigation.
Part 1: Web Report (Max 1500 Words)
Introduction (10 marks)
Write a brief introduction about the RFCs and what you will cover in the main body.

Main body (30 marks)
Write a web report on the following topic:


The importance of Network Working Group used this method (RFCs) to evolve a whole set of protocols for the new network and in the development of the Conclusion (10 marks)
Conclusion should restate the main points of the report and draw some conclusions about the significance of protocols to the WWW and showing how?
Remarks: 

1. Word limit is 1500 words. Exceeding limit( marks deduction -2 
2. Make reference to the reasons why they are necessary, and give a balanced view on how they have helped and / or hindered the development of the Web.     
3. 2- ONLY use information from T171 material and the World Wide Web Consortium site as sources of information for this report.
4. 4- Write the report in your own words, although you may quote from the T171 website and / or the W3C site where appropriate.

5. 5- Back up you answer with quotes, references or data from the course material and the Word Wide Web consortium site and not merely from your own experience or opinion.
6. 6- Quotes should be properly referenced and you should indicate where they are taken from.

7.      15% of the total mark is for presentation. So make sure that your report has a webpage structure and it the links WORK and LOOK WELL
Marking criteria for Part.1
Report plan (5 marks) 

Presentation (15 marks)

Introduction (10 marks) - here you set the scene of your report.

Main body (30 marks) - this is where you cover the topic by presenting appropriate information.

Conclusion (10 marks) - here you summarize what you have said, and come to some overall conclusions.

Part 2 Web Search report  - 30 marks (Max 400 words) 

One of your friend has told that Linux Operating System much more Secure than Windows Operating system.

Write short description of three web pages they have found explaining/showing why the Linux Operating System is more secure than Windows Operating System.   Then at the end decide if your friend was correct or not.
In no more than 100 words for each webpage, describe:

Content (15 marks) & 

1.      Give summary of what the page says about the topic.

2.      The kind of information it provides. 

3.      Who the page is aimed at. 

4.      How did you choose the page?

5.      Talk about the author/provider of the page. 

References (6 marks)
3 marks for the range of sites chosen. 
1 mark for each page correctly referenced in accordance with the advice on the page linked from the bottom of the TMA.
Search summary (9 marks) 
You should describe how you use web-directories and search engines to search for the web pages on the topic.  You should give knowledge and skills that you have used to find information from search engines/ directories, narrowing search, etc.
