· Discussion: Bible Reading: John 6:35-71
This passage from The Bread of Life Discourse proves that Jesus is the bread of life. In early passages, Jesus had always explained the metaphors and similes he used to proclaim the Word of God, but in this passage he repeats his statement giving no words other than, "I am the living bread that came down from heaven; whoever eats this bread will live forever." He does not explain his words, because they are NOT of a metaphor. His words are the truth and do not need explaining. His flesh is true food, and His blood true drink. We have life because of Him. 

· Video: This video featured revered men of God that spoke about our faith and discussed the parts of Mass and the parts of life. Ideas put forth by these men were urgings of chastity and holiness.

· When you enter the Church, just leave everything behind. You are there for God, nothing else matters, so don't bring with you thoughts about problems or wonderings. When we enter the chapel, we dip our fingers in holy water and make the sign of the cross to remind us that this place we have walked into is holy. Thus we need to compose ourselves to be fit to walk in the presence of God.

· Pain in this world exists for a purpose. Just think about it, when we are babies we cannot talk or communicate with our parents very well. As babies our only way of communication is crying. We cry when we are uncomfortable or wet or gassy or hurt. If there were no pain we wouldn't cry and then how could our parents tell that something is wrong? Even when we grow up, we feel pain when something is horribly wrong with our bodies or our minds or our spirits. When we know that something is wrong, we can fix it and keep going. Where would we be without pain?

· Before confession we gather together the sins we have committed since our last confession, but do we really understand what sins we have made? When you go to Mass and are about to take communion, do you really understand what is happening? Do you feel that you have prepared yourself to take the Eucharist? Also when we think about sins, we usually only associate them with sins of commission, but we never think about sins of omission. Think back to when someone was being unjustly hurt or antagonized, did you do anything to stop it? What about when you did something wrong, but someone else got blamed, did you speak up?

· Apologetics: Claire graciously copied for us a set of apologetics (pamphlets that help us prove the Truth in our Faith) to keep. If you didn't get one, please talk to Uncle Tim there are plenty of copies.
