Mr. LANG (for himself and Mr. SOUTHORN) introduced the following bill; which was read twice and referred to the Committee on the Judiciary 



A BILL

To amend the current laws regarding the oppression of sports and to reinstate the dominion of sports in society by establishing a Ministry of Sports. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the `Act for the Establishment of a United States Ministry of Sports’.

SEC. 2. FINDINGS ON THE BENEFITES OF THE MINISTRY OF SPORTS.

(a) As the Pakistani Sports Ministry states, “Almost universal absence of the sports facilities has turned our youth into an army in total disarray. It is directionless, unhealthy, has tonnes of pent-up anger and frustration. This, in turn, has encouraged use of narcotics and formation of a negative attitude towards life. Thus, a sportsperson's spirit of sacrifice, smiling-in-losing, magnanimity and mutual tolerance are, generally, absent.”

(b) Juan Antonio Samaranch also supports this sentiment: “the reality is sports need the government. To say that sports don’t have to corroborate with the government is but a myth.”

(c) Viviana Escobar, SMC Soccer Team: “Loyalty to your teammates is very important.  Males learn from sports that every player on the team has a role.  Even the bench warmers are there to encourage their teammates.  Those who don’t play sports are much more likely to be critical of each other and to point out a teammates weakness.  Those who do this in the workplace may be perceived as disloyal.”

(d) Dr. Ronald M. Jeziorski has written a compelling book on this subject, The Importance of School Sports in American Education and Socialization.
(e) The United States of America is missing out on the benefits of a Ministry of Sports. Many other countries have one.

(f) By establishing a Ministry of Sports, the country’s citizens will benefit from an athletic-based, regimented life.

SEC. 3. ESTABLISHMENT OF A SPORTS MINISTRY FOR THE EMANCIPATION OF SPORTS IN THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA.

(a) ESTABLISHMENT- The Attorney General shall establish a Sports Ministry for advocating, propagating, and otherwise spreading the Sports gospel of America.

(b) DUTIES- The Sports Ministry shall--

(1) regulate sporting events, promote sporting events, enforce sporting events, and encourage those not involved in sporting events to become active in sporting events, lest they should be arrested by the Sports Police. The Sports Police shall be explained below.

(2) enforce daily sports exercises in accordance with the nation’s health status;

(3) combine the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance with a Two Minutes Hate Against Sports Apathy, both of which will be made mandatory;

(4) submit annually, to the House of Representatives and the Senate a report describing specific violations of such laws, prosecutions commenced, and convictions obtained.

(c) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS- The Sports Police department of the Sports Ministry is authorized to be appropriated to carry out this section $900 in fiscal year 2002 and $1,000 in each of the fiscal years 2003 through 2006.

SEC. 4. INCREASED PENALTIES FOR ILLEGAL UNATHLETIC BEHAVIOR.

(a) INTERSTATE TRANSMISSION OF ANTI-SPORTS PROPAGANDA OR INFORMATION ASSISTING IN LAZINESS - Section 3256(B) explains this in detail.

 (b) ILLEGAL PROMOTION OF DISSIDENCE FROM THE MINISTRY OF SPORTS- Section 3254 of title 3, United States Code, is amended by adding at the end the following:

(c) If the offense violated subsection (a) and the illegal activity included the advertising of anti-sports propaganda on any sporting event or contest, the maximum term of imprisonment for the offense shall be 100 years in a forced sports labor camp.

SEC. 5. EFFECTIVE DATE FOR THE PASSAGE OF THIS BILL.

(a) The Ministry of Sports shall be established immediately after the reading of this bill before the Senate. No voting will be necessary. I urge my fellow senators to accept this bill without question.

(b) Otherwise, the Ministry of Sports will be formed on the date of the adoption of this bill.

PART THREE: SOCIETAL IMPACT


This bill would instill a new vitality into the American people, and will assist them in their patriotic duties; this is seen in one of our mottos: “Be patriotic – play sports!” Of course, there will be some dissenters who hold that it is their right to choose whether or not to exercise, play sports, etc. This would not propagate dissent; rather, the Sports Police would help mediate a solution, particularly, by training unorthodox robots, I mean citizens, in the ways of sportsthink and lazystop (terms used frequently in Sportspeak, a language proposed solely for the Ministry of Sports and its elite). After these processes are finished, a new sports soldier, I mean lover, will emerge from the dank, smoldering trenches of gluttony.


Those that oppose this bill will surely say that it “infringes” on their “right to freedom”; however, this argument will become useless when the glorious United States government and the President (peace be with him) agree to add the Ministry of Sports bill to the Bill of Rights. We work for political immunity because the People need sports in order to be patriotic, and thus, we work for the good of the People.

PART FOUR: 3 GROUPS

An opposing group would be, paradoxically, sports fans. Since most sports fans watch TV or attend sports games as their source of sports entertainment, some would not want to leave their chairs or couches and actually play sports themselves. But of course, their affinity for sports would make them think twice.

Another opposing group would be the American Civil Liberties Union. Technically, the very civil liberties that separate the United States of America from a Communist dictatorship government would disappear under this bill if it became law. For that reason, the ACLU might complain, especially if the American Broadcast Corporation, which is “Communist” in the words of Tom Bernard, switches to entirely sports programming.
