Do You know what is on the March Ballot?

You Should!
There will be five bond issues and thirteen other propositions up for vote this March.  And what are some of these?

· Prop 1a refers to Indian Gambling.  Because of a legal technicality Prop 5 was overturned in the courts.  Prop 1a allows the Indian tribes to have slot machines and other games in their casinos.  

· Prop 17 allows charities to hold lotteries and raffles, if give legislative approval.

· Prop 18 makes murder resulting from a kidnapping a death penalty offense.  Currently, murder resulting from kidnapping is a death penalty offense only if the kidnapping was done by “Lying in wait”

· Prop 19 would allow second degree murder of BART or State University guards to be punished by life without parole.

· Prop 20 would make half of any increased lottery funds go to buying textbooks.

· penalties for gang crime, car jackings, home invasion, and witness intimidation.

· Prop 22 would define marriage as being between a man and a woman.

· Prop 23 would allow you to vote for “none of the above” in elections.

· Prop 25 provides public funding for all elections.

· Prop 26 lowers from two-thirds to one-half the votes needed to pass a school bond.

· Prop 27 permits candidates to but a non-binding term limit promise in their candidate information.

· Prop 28 rolls back the tobacco tax increase caused by prop 10.

· Prop 29 cancels all current agreements about Indian gambling.

In addition, there are five bond initiatives, dealing with parks, clean water, libraries, crime labs, and veteran homes.  All together these bonds would be an additional four billion, six hundred ninety million ($4,690,000,000) dollars of state debt!

About the Candidates

Who is Harry Browne?

Harry Browne is an investment advisor, the author of nine books, a newsletter writer, radio personality, and public speaker - and he was the 1996 Libertarian candidate for President of the United States. 

He was born in New York City in 1933 and grew up in Los Angeles. He graduated from high school, but attended college for only two weeks. He has lived in Vancouver, Canada; Zürich, Switzerland; and Northern California. He now resides in Tennessee. 

He was unknown to the investment world when his first book, How You Can Profit from the Coming Devaluation, was published in 1970. The book warned that the dollar would be devalued; inflation would become severe; and gold, silver, and foreign currencies would skyrocket in value. The book's message clashed with the prevailing wisdom, but it was in tune with the concerns of hundreds of thousands of Americans, and the book made the New York Times best-seller list. 

His 1974 book, You Can Profit from a Monetary Crisis, was a greater success yet - staying on the Times best-seller list for 39 weeks and reaching #1. Its message amplified the themes in his 1970 book, and allowed thousands of investors to profit from the turmoil of the late 1970s. He followed this with six more big-selling investment books - including one Times best seller. 

Meanwhile, in 1973, he had published How I Found Freedom in an Unfree World, a non-investment book that continues to be in demand today. A 25th anniversary edition with a new Foreword and Afterword was published in early 1998. His latest new book is Why Government Doesn't Work, published in 1995. In all, he has written nine books with combined ales of over 2 million copies. Two new books will be published in September 1999 and February 2000. 

He is one of America's best-known investment advisors.  He has been in constant demand as a public speaker and for radio and TV interviews. He has made numerous appearances on CNN, the Larry King show, CNBC, and other national and local radio & TV shows. He is widely respected for his honest, down-to-earth writing and investment advice. 

He has a weekly 3-hour radio show on Sunday evenings on the Talk America Radio Network. 

Since 1985 he has been married to the former Pamela Lanier Wolfe. He has a grown daughter. His main non-professional interests are classical music, opera, operetta, good food and wine, sports, drama, television, and fiction. (
Who is Don Gorman?

Don Gorman is the dean of elected American Libertarians and recipient of the "Most Effective Elected Libertarian" award in 1996. He was elected as a Libertarian to the New Hampshire Legislature in 1992 and reelected as a Libertarian in 1994. He was leader of the four man Libertarian caucus in the NH House and served on the Criminal Justice Committee and the Rules Committee. "One of my proudest moments was when unconstitutional drunk-driving roadblocks vanished from New Hampshire because my bill became law."

Don was appointed to the Zoning Board of Adjustment of Deerfield in 1989 and has served as its Chair since 1993. He is a strong advocate for the rights of property owners. He was also elected as Trustee of the Trust Funds for the town in 1999.

Don is the independent owner-operator of Auld-Reekie Chimney Services. He is a Master on ocean going tugs with the Merchant Marine. His hobbies include flying, parachuting, scuba diving, and English, Scottish and New England dancing. "I cut a mean figure in a kilt."

Applied Libertarianism 

Don's campaign message will apply libertarian philosophy by emphasizing two to five issues and offering concrete libertarian solutions. "I want my campaign message to serve as a role model for serious candidates for winnable public office. Choose issues and specific libertarian reforms that are popular with voters."

Policy Realism 

Don's campaign message will borrow heavily from proposals made by the Cato Institute, the Heartland Institute, the Reason Foundation, and other libertarian "think tanks." When answering questions about other issues, he will hold up these respected elements of the libertarian movement as good sources of further information. "I can't promise that the majority of voters in your community will support my positions, but they will consider them both credible and responsible."

Supporting Local Candidates 

Most Americans, and the press especially, assume that every problem can be solved in Washington D.C. "The Federal government can't solve our problems. Solutions need to come from our states and localities. That is why we need to elect Libertarians to state and local office." And that is when he will turn the attention to you, our local candidate, and allow you to share your message on how to solve problems that are relevant to your race.(
Larry Hines in 2000

Larry Hines believes the year 2000 presents a phenomenal opportunity for self-expression and showing of presence on a national level of persons concerned about individual liberty and the erosion of the U.S. Constitution by divisive forces and the politicians who pander to those forces. Hines wants to be a part of and a catalyst for that national visibility. Beginning his presidential campaign as an independent candidate and after many months of intensive research, Hines' intellect and inherent ideas have led him to the Libertarian Party. The Libertarian Party platform offers a model of society well worth aspiring to - a potential not recognizable in the major party platforms. If you want real issues and real solutions addressed in the 2000 presidential campaign and eventually in Washington D.C., register to vote as a Libertarian, become a member of your local Libertarian Party, and support Larry Hines as the Libertarian Party nominee for president in 2000.(
Who is Edison McDaniels?

Edison was born on August 7, 1923. He grew up in Palm Springs, California, graduated from high school, married, entered WW2 and fought in the hedgerows of Normandy. During this time he pledged to the Creator to fight for the Presidency if he let him live through the Normandy campaign.

Edison is a graduate of Southwestern University School of Law; spent 34 years in private practice enforcing the Constitution under Constitutional Law {Title 42 Section 1983}. He retired in 1994 as result of a heart attack suffered in 1989-1990; re-entered work as the owner of McDaniels Publishing Company.

ON WOMEN:

As a Candidate for President of the United States, Libertarian Party, I have come to the conclusion that there is such a vast difference of thought and actions between the sexes, men and women, that there ought to be a separate permanent cabinet position on the President's staff to handle the problems that women face in this world. 

Their thoughts are different. Their equipment is different. They run into problems that men will never face, no matter how hard to image what those problems are.

At present the thinking of men and women are poles apart; almost as if the two different sexes lived on different planets and come to gather on this earth, not as equals, which they are, but with man constantly thinking that he knows best for women. Only another woman can completely understand another woman. Because of this one of the policies that I will add to my campaign is the permanent establishment of Cabinet status for women, equal to any other cabinet status that now exists.

THE LIFE AND POLITICS OF L. NEIL SMITH

Over the past 20 years, I've produced two dozen books upholding not just the concept, but the practice of individual liberty.

I've also had my part in launching an historic movement to arm individuals which -- despite its authoritarian detractors (and as I also predicted) -- is rapidly bringing an end to a horrific era of runaway violent crime their policies spawned over the past 50 years

Long ago, when I was my 10-year-old daughter's age, I calculated that I'd be 53 years old when the year 2000 arrived. I envisioned a brilliant, colorful future, based on the science fiction I was reading and various possibilities I'd learned to imagine for myself. (I never considered the possibility that we'd be less free than we were in the 1950s.) I assumed we'd all be flying to work in personal helicopters or even on flying belts, visiting with each other by videophone, living in undersea domes, and vacationing on the Moon or Mars. 

Instead, over the next 40-odd years, most possibilities like that (and many more, were eaten up by taxes to support the "Welfare-Warfare State" and by regulations that were both insane and unconstitutional. 

But I still want my 21st century, not Gore's or Bush's or Bradley's or McCain's. I believe you want it, too, or I wouldn't be doing this. I want it for myself, my wife, and most of all for my little girl. I want her to live as an adult, and raise her own children, amidst the peace, freedom, progress, and prosperity I grew up believing were the birthright of every American.

My platform is enforcement of the Bill of Rights.

This single policy would eradicate every last trace of socialism from America and eliminate at least 90 percent of government.

My first act as President would be to order the arrests of Bill Clinton, Janet Reno, and Webster Hubbell for their vile crimes at Waco, round up everybody who had a part in what happened there, and, within view of the whole world, put them on trial for their lives.  

I'd invite Michael New, the young soldier who refused to obey United Nations commanders, to the White House, give him a medal, and appoint him to oversee our disentanglement from NATO and the UN -- which would be given 24 hours to pack up and get out of the country.

I'LL  TRADE  YOU

The biggest threat to our survival comes from people who want to rob us.  To eliminate this threat, our ancestors created the first nation by choosing a leader who could protect each person from the violent behavior of others.  This wonderful system of electing a leader allows people to live in peace, and is called a government.  Unfortunately, no nation has survived for long because government leaders have misused their power.

The worst abuse of power by most politicians is taxation.  They start by taking a small amount of money from a few citizens.  Then, because every living thing tries to grow as strong as possible, these politicians take more and more money from everyone.  To ensure the survival of our nation, we should add the following to our list of restrictions:

Our government will not tax.

I would like to offer you a trade.  If you vote for me to become the President, I will work to protect all Americans from anyone who tries to rob us.  I will introduce contract insurance, which is a way that we can operate our government without taxation.  A couple of centuries ago, Americans eliminated the disease of slavery from our beautiful nation. This century, we should eliminate taxes.

How can a government operate without taxation?

Before people unite to form something, such as a marriage or corporation, they usually create an image of what their relationship will be like.  If this image differs greatly from what they experience, they usually separate.  Problems may arise if any property was created during their union, such as a house or factory.  Whatever caused their separation also may cause disagreements in dividing their united property.  Ingeniously, many people solve this problem by writing a contract before they get together, stating how any property should be divided.

Problems may still exist if people do not honor their contracts.  To solve this, governments step in and divide any disputed property.  If governments would charge for this valuable service, they could make the money to operate--without taxation.

When people draw up a contract, they could purchase a contract insurance policy from their government.  This would insure that all the partners would get what they deserve from their relationship.  If someone did not follow the terms of the agreement, the government would have permission to distribute any common property according to the contract.

With this system, for the first time in history, people could live in peace.  Our government would continue to defend each person's home and business against criminals.  The big improvement would be that the no-tax restriction added to our constitution would defend each person's property against our government.

With the elimination of robbery in our nation, we would find that we could satisfy all our other needs with much less effort.  When people can keep what they earn, it does not take long for them to trade with each other and acquire what they need to live well.  Peace and prosperity are possible for those who are willing to think about how to achieve them.(
