This fee is used to cover expenses incurred for the rescue program and includes such costs as adoption fees paid by SCCA veterinary examinations, immunizations, medical treatment, supplies, transportation and program administration.

COMPATIBILTY WITH NEW OWNER(S)

SCCA makes every attempt to screen new owners, their lifestyle and dog preference to match closely with a rescue Samoyed.  SCCA will also provide all information they have about the background, habits, temperament, behavior and health of the dog.  However, SCCA may not be aware of all behaviors, temperaments, or possible medical problems.

In the case of the unknown events, which render the Samoyed incompatible with its new owner(s) or household after a period of time, the owner(s) agree to the following terms:

1.    The owner(s) may not sell or transfer the Samoyed without the written consent of SCCA.

2.    Within the first week of ownership if you decide that you do not wish to keep the Samoyed, you may return the Samoyed to SCCA.  A $25.00 administration fee will be deducted from the financial consideration paid at placement.  If the Samoyed is returned after the one-week period and before 30 days, half of the adoption fee will be refunded.  After that point there will be no refunds.

3.    For the first thirty (30) days after the placement, the new owner(s) agree to permit SCCA representatives to conduct a home visit.  The purpose of the visit is to check on the welfare of Samoyed and determine whether the placement is mutually beneficial to the Samoyed and the owners.  SCCA will make every effort to work with the owner to resolve any problems the Samoyed and the owners may have in adapting to the placement.  If, in the opinion of the SCC4 placement, the placement is not mutually beneficial and cannot be made so with reasonable effort, SCCA will terminate the placement and remove the Samoyed.

I have read and understand the terms of the Placement Agreement.  I fully concur with these terms and I am adopting the Samoyed in accordance with the terms and provisions of these agreements.
