M/S/C Adoption of Report as circulated
We have invested in 2 GIC’s of $5000.00 each to keep the funds accessible but earning a little interest.  As we are now collecting dues in advance, the advance dues are in a sub-account of our administration account and transferred into the admin account in the year they are actually for.  No audit has been done as yet this year because of my accident and surgery. (Broken kneecap)  The audit will be done as soon 
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as I am able to get around, and the audited Financial Statement will be sent out.
M/S/C Adoption of Report
Guest Speaker:   Debbie Ellis, Pension Plan Administrator, addressed the meeting.  She announced that the Trustees have approved an increase of 4% for retirees prior to January 1, 2007.  It is expected to be on the July payment.  She answered questions from the floor.

Guest Speaker:  Carol Nagy, Pension Trustee, addressed the meeting. and expanded on the Trustees’ decision.  She indicated that the Plan is fully funded for updates, and that future retirements at 55 and 25 are also fully funded.  The Trustees will be looking at setting a policy for future increases at their September meeting.  We were advised not to expect automatic increases at this point.  She answered questions from the floor.
Unfinished Business

#1: Special Resolution re Non-Voting Members – 

Change Bylaw 2 Membership as follows and re-number:

2.2 A non-voting member in the Society is a member who has paid into the Telecommunication Workers Pension Plan but is eligible to collect a pension at a later date.
Motion to adopt new paragraph 2.2 MSC

2.3 Upon application, by person eligible for membership pursuant to section 2.1 and 2.2, in person or in writing, to the Secretary-Treasurer, and the remittance of the dues amount specified in section 3.1, they shall immediately become members in good standing for the current year ending April 30th.

2.4 Voting members of the Society shall have the right to attend, speak and vote at all general meetings of the Society and shall be entitled to share and enjoy all the benefits and privileges accorded to members of the Society.

Motion to adopt changes to 2.3 and 2.4 MSC

2.5 Non-voting members shall have the right to attend and speak at all general meetings of the Society but shall not have the right to vote.  They shall not have the right to run for the Board of Directors until they become voting members.
Motion to adopt new paragraph 2.5 MSC

#2: Recommendation from Expense Re-imbursement Committee to establish a Financial Policy for Expenses:


Officers on official approved BCARTW business shall be entitled to expenses 


with receipts to cover Transportation, Parking and Hotels.  Meals shall be paid in


one of the following formats:

(a) Fully receipted expenses; or

(b) A $40.00 Per Diem

Directors were sworn in.

#2: Whereas the TWU Transmitter, which included the Annual Report of the TWPP, is no longer published on a regular basis, and
Whereas the TWPP is important to the membership both active and retired,

Therefore be it resolved that the TWPP Trustees publish an Annual TWPP report to include past performance of the Plan and all pertinent and new information regarding the TWPP that is presented at the TWU Annual Convention.  MSC
#3: Whereas the TWU is now in a state of transition with major constitutional changes, including restructuring and amalgamation, and

Whereas the TWPP is the property of members both active and retired,

Therefore be it resolved that all and any meetings that involve discussions or petitions on negotiations and other items of interest regarding the TWPP, the BCARTW executive are entitled and allowed to have observer status at these meetings.  MSC
#4: Motion that the Executive investigate the Council of Senior Citizens’ Organizations (COSCO) and affiliate if it is considered to be in the best interests of the members.   Annual cost $300.00 with 1001-2500 members. We have 1200 members. MSC
#5:  Give a $100.00 Honorarium to Doug Gent, who is managing our website. MSC
#6: Give the Secretary-Treasurer an Honorarium of $300 by way of gift certificates or whatever.  MSC
