right away, and I do with yours. It is excellent. I don't say that easily for translations. Like you, I find few English versions that really speak well. Yours has very good rhetorical flow. The language is ordinary English, but I don't have the feeling that it is dumbed down. I have been reading it to [my wife] Elena.  We both are impressed. I have Paratext, a new program from UBS, on my screen at the same time. It has all our Cheyenne translation, back translation, and several English versions available online, and I've been comparing your translation with the CEV, which is the English translation we use most these days in our Cheyenne work. I think your translation is even smoother and more understandable. You have, of course, "interpreted", as you clearly state, but I haven't found any place where I can challenge your interpretation. To me, "God in human form" makes more sense, theologically, than "Son of God. " You are a courageous man to be willing to make this kind of a translation on such a loaded, entrenched theological term.

I am quite critical as I evaluate translations and other writing. I have edited and proofread.  So I 

assume I will come across places where I will challenge you, but I haven't found anything yet that stands out to me.  Stay tuned. From what I've seen, such places can only be minor stylistic matters.

I feel privileged that you have shared this translation with us. It definitely deserves to be 

published. You can expect to get accused of many bad things, including changing theology, etc., but open-minded people should see the great value of what you have done. If you have not done so already, I suggest you also share your rough drafts with Katy Barnwell, SIL's current International Translation Dept. Chairman.  I'm sure she would be quite interested in what you have done.  She may even want to discuss with you the possibility of including your translation in an upcoming upgrade of Translator's Workplace, the CD that is filled with lots of resources for field translators, including a number of the better English versions, and some back translations from various SIL fields. 

I would really like to continue getting these drafts from you.  They are already is such good shape

that I would encourage you to share them with as wide an audience as you can ASAP.

There are so many new English versions around, some in the works right now.  Several are a step 

backwards.  It’s a shame.  And several of the versions sound so similar to each other.  Yours doesn’t.  It fills a unique niche.

I am very impressed with how you so nicely captured the high level discourse flow.  The main themes of the book come through so clearly in your translation.

I was recently sent, for evaluation, the first few chapters of an innovative English translation

of Mark's Gospel. The translation is being done by a former translation fieldworker who clearly understands the difficulties many of our target audiences have in understanding a number of theological terms and concepts in the biblical language source texts and many translations.  My initial reaction to the draft I have seen so far is extremely positive.  It solves a number of the problems we have faced in translation, where parables and many theological concepts are understood poorly, if at all, even sometimes when we include grounds of comparison. This new translation, which the translator is not yet ready to release publicly, solves some of these cross-cultural theological and translation lacunae issues in ordinary English.

Of the English versions I have evaluated, I regard the following as written mostly in “real” English:  CEV, LB, God’s Word, NCV.  The Biker Bible, being translated by Dan Sindlinger of our discussion list, would also be very high on this list in terms of being in real English. When I first looked at his work, I had some reservations as to the practice of adding implicit contextual material as in an explicit manner.  However I have done an almost 180-degree turn- for the particular audience that Dan is trying to reach, and for the purposes he has clearly laid out for us. His work seems to be important to those Christians who cannot have a large library of commentaries, lexicons, dictionaries, and Bible handbooks, as well as those who, even if they could, would have too little time to make much beneficial use of them. 

While it is doubtful Dan’s translation will replace more literal, non-interpolated translations such as the NASB, NRSV, NKJV, it seems to me that his work will definitely be useful in conjunction with them and by itself for those who have little time for in-depth Bible study.

And it is simply the facts that you provide.  Interpretation is an individual thing.  Your simple stating of the events of the day make for a translation that is as believable as the ordinary day is, well, ordinary.  And ordinary days sometimes even occur in the lives of extraordinary people.  This makes your interpretation more believable.  It rings more true.  I would find the Bible and Christianity much more believable if it were not constantly striving for better ratings.

 

A translation like yours does not add anything extra, refrains from preaching, and so it is a most necessary addition to the modern world if the modern world is to take to heart all the good the bible has to offer, as it applies to the world today.
