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RULES OF PARTICIPATION AND VOTING

JULY 6, 2007

For the purpose of CPSA meetings, the following rules shall be used, regarding attendance, participation and voting, until CPSA adopts a constitution and by-laws.

The following provinces are members of CPSA at the time these rules are written:  British Columbia and Quebec.

The provinces that are members of CPSA recognize CPSA as having the authority to govern Power Soccer (Powerchair Football, Internationally) nationwide and agree to comply with all decisions made by CPSA regarding the development of CPSA.

Permission to attend CPSA meetings is open to any province currently playing power soccer or interested in developing the sport in their province.  Attendance at CPSA meetings is limited to a maximum of 3 attendees per province.

Permission to speak at CPSA meetings is open to all provinces that are members of CPSA.  The number of speakers is limited to a maximum of two per province.

Permission to vote at CPSA meetings is open to all provinces that are members of CPSA.  Each province shall have one voting delegate and one vote.  Voting delegates must represent and be appointed by the appropriate body of their province.  A voting delegate may represent one province only.

Provinces that wish to be considered for membership in CPSA shall submit their request to the current members of CPSA for a vote.

For face to face meetings, voting shall be done by a vote of hands.  A 50% + 1 majority is required to decide any motion.  An abstention is not considered to be a vote.  Attendance of 50% of the membership is required to reach a quorum.  For the period when only 2 provinces are represented, motions will be decided upon by a process of consensus.

Interim officers will be determined at CPSA meetings and will have the authority to run the affairs of CPSA in between meetings.  The interim president will prepare an agenda for CPSA meetings and the interim secretary will record minutes to CPSA meetings.  Meetings of CPSA as well as meetings of the interim directors and committee members can take place by electronic means.  A live meeting will be arranged at national events.

CPSA will maintain membership with FIPFA by appointing a delegate to attend FIPFA Congress meetings, establishing a contact person for FIPFA, appointing a representative to the Zone of the Americas for FIPFA, and nominating people for Executive positions for FIPFA.
