The handgun qualification course of fire shall consist of:

Stage 1 - 25 yard line

Start; Holstered

Fire;  
6 rounds prone barricade (patrol vehicle)

3 rounds strong hand kneeling barricade

6 rounds over top of barricade

3 rounds weak or strong hand, kneeling weak side barricade.

Time; 75 seconds

Stage 2 - Holstered at 25 yard line

Start; On command move to 15 yard line

Fire; 
2 rounds, stay at ready position

Time:
6 seconds

Fire; 
2 rounds on command

Time; 
3 seconds

(repeat three more times)

Stage 3 - Holstered at 15 yard line

Start;  
On command, move to 7 yard line

Fire;   
12 rounds

Time;
15 seconds

Stage 4 - Holstered at 7 yard line

Start;  
On command, move to 5 yard line

Fire;
5 rounds strong hand only



5 rounds weak hand only

Scoring;   Count hits in 4 & 5 area.  Minimum 40 hits Target;   B-21

RULES:
Start magazines fully loaded.

Officers may reload empty magazines BETWEEN stages.

At end of any one stage, holster with whatever rounds remain

in weapon.

Enter next phase with what ever was left in weapon, and fully

loaded spares.

Any rounds in dropped magazines are LOST and do not count.

Officers may pull magazines from weapon between stages to

PLAN AHEAD, and will NOT top off that magazine.

If empty it may be replaced with fully loaded magazine.

Malfunctions are not alibis.
