Introduction

[quote]The custom of killing older members of a household when they became a burden…in eastern Serbia until recently…this form of interfamilial violence was called the lapot...in the areas of Homolje, Zajecar and the Negotin Krajina…until the end of the 19th century and even early 20th.

‘when someone got weak in Pirot, the family decided to kill that person. The killing was public, in the presence of people Family member used to kill the old man or woman in front of the gathering, mostly with a stick rocks or an axe. The killing was done primarily by the victims children … members of the household would prepare corn mush [and] put it on the old man’s or woman’s head and strike it with an axe until the person died…to make it appear that the mush was the killer, not themselves’.
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This part if very well referenced by Anzulovic. No problems there. The point here is obviously to embarrass Serbs by pointing out archaic and pre-litterate cultural practices despite the fact that these would obviously be seen as barbaric today, even to the descendants of the people who once practiced these rituals and to all Serbs, as well. 

But nevertheless, Serbs have to take responsibility and accountability for the lapot euthanasia ritual. The lapot was done to weak and infirm people to ease their suffering. It was euthanasia. I mean, if this is the most fvcked up thing that Anzulovic can dig up, then that’s great for the Serbs. 

[quote]In Lent the Croats tell their children that at noon an old woman is being sawn in two outside the gates and in Carniola, the saying also is current that at mid-Lent an old woman is taken out of the village and sawn in two. The North Slavonian expression for keeping mid-Lent is “babu rezati,” that is, “sawing the Old Wife”.
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No doubt that it was a saying at the time it was recorded. But that still means that it was once an actuality and an integral part of tradition before the Austrian authorities rightfully stopped it. Notice that Frazer mentions nothing about these kinds of practices or sayings among Serbs. The Golden Bough is one of the classics of cultural anthropology. Croats beat each other and the Croat parents sadistically whispered to their children about the old woman they were murdering. Frazer doesn’t say that this was an archaic euthanasia like the lapot ritual.

[quote]On the 1st of March the Albanians strike men and beasts with cornel branches, believing that this is good for their health. On Good Friday and the two previous days people in Croatia and Slavonia take rods with them to church, and when the service is over they beat each other “fresh and healthy”. In some parts of Russia…”  
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Beating each other “fresh and healthy” with rods on Lent is pretty messed up, too. You can bet Serbs never did that after church. The worst Serbs ever did as far as cultural backwardness is concerned is kill our old and infirm in a public ceremony. Not saw them in half and then tell our children before bedtime. The cultural primitivism of the Croats is much more perverse and sadistic and violent. And its been shaping the minds of Croatian men and women for hundreds of years until just a century ago. 
1. The Old Wife becomes the Orthodox Serb
It’s enough to make any Catholic stokavac want to disassociate him or herself from ‘Hrvatstvo’. “Sawing the old wife” and public beatings with rods on Lent were primarily practiced in cakavski and kajkavski regions of Zagorje and Slavonija and probably Kvarner, as well. Croatian identity can only impart this kind of barbarism on Catholic stokavci through the historic memory of these sadistic rituals that were part of Croatian life for centuries. 

This is how long forgotten historical rituals survive in the descendants even though most or even all of them probably don’t even know that this kind of ritual murder and violence was once common to their people. This Croat mentality has been imparted on Catholic stokavci and produced a volatile ethno-psyche that has molded Croatian nationalism. 

The implicit violence and murder described above combined with the historic memory of their ancestral Serb origin - produces rapture and a source of negative tension within Catholic stokavci. All you have to do is replace the “Old Wife” with another scapegoat, let’s say a Serb and it can easily become “Srbina rezati” like in Jasenovac when so many Serbs, Jews and Gypsies had their heads, hands and legs sawn off.

2. Croats pioneered Balkan atrocities:

This essentially proves that others are only imitating the Croats. Anzulovic couldn’t dig up with anything worse than ritual euthanasia in a small portion of Serbia, claimed by Bulgarian nationalists. ‘Babu rezati’ and mass beatings with rods on Lent aren’t part of Serbian tradition. It was the Croats that set the precedent because only Croats have traditions like these upon which to build the kind of sadistic atrocities of WWII and the 90s. In the primordial Balkan revenge culture, the Croat monstrosities and atrocities would’ve been imitated and returned to them and would’ve spread to others. 

The evidence provided by Sir Frazer about Croatian practices as early as 1890, the year he published his 900 page chronicle of world folklore - put statements like this into perspective: 

[quote]In 1986, Vasilije Krestic a member of the Serbian Academy of Arts and Sciences asserted in his essay…that the Ustasa genocide was the realization of an idea “born in the remote past and developed for decades and centuries” which has “a rather broad base in certain segments of Croatian society.”

3. Anzulovic admits that the  basis of Serb / stokavian Synonymy is common language and folk culture

[quote] Vuk Karadzic did not have to fight for acceptance of the idea that all stokavian speakers were Serbs. The Czech Jozef Dobrovsky (1753-1829) proposed the identification of stokavian (or ‘Illyrian’) with Serbian before Karadzic and promoted that thesis successfully. In fact, Dobrovsky went much further than proclaiming that all stokavian south Slavic speakers were Serbs: on the basis of an incorrect analysis of the word “Serb,” he concluded that formerly all Slavic peoples called themselves Serbs and that the term “Serb” is older than “Slav”. Slovak linguist Pavel Safarik (1795-1861)…also insisted that the Slavs own the oldest name, used by all or a large part of the peoples composing this family. Karadzic and other Serbs eagerly accepted this thesis … the identification of most southern Slavs as Serbs became widely accepted. It fit the Romanticist tendency to base the identity of a nation on a common language and folk culture, while neglecting the role of religion and urban culture.

All of them…regarded every stokavian-speaking south Slav as a Serb. Thus Goethe stated, “Most Serbs (Serbian speaking people) are, as is well known, Christian, partly of Greek and partly of Latin faith; a part profess Muslim faith.”[22] 
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- Why is basing “the identity of a nation on a common language and folk culture” necessarily written off by Anzulovic as ‘Romantic’? His rationalization is that the role of religion & urban culture are both supposed to override common language & folk culture. Anzulovic is essentially admitting that the thesis that all stokavians of whatever faith are ancestral Serbs - is based on common language and folk culture. At least he admits it.
