NCO Study Guide
1. Define the Following:


* Command- The authority a person lawfully exercises over subordinates by virtue of his rank, assignment, and/or position.

* Discipline- The prompt and effective performance of duties in response to orders or taking the right action in the absence of orders

* Teamwork- a joint action by a number of people to make the work of a group successful and effective.

* Base- The element on which a movement is planned

* Column Formation- When elements are one behind the other

* Cover- Aligning yourself directly behind the person to your immediate front.

* Purpose of Drill- is a means of moving a number of people in a controlled manner -teaching leadership, discipline, and teamwork.
* Rank- is a line which is only one element in depth.

* Contour Lines- are the imaginary lines on the ground used on a map to indicate and connect points of equal elevation. These lines are brown in color.

* Elevation- is the height or vertical distance of the terrain or an object on the terrain found above or below mean sea level. This distance is expressed in either feet or meters. 

*Map- is a line drawing, to scale, of a portion of the Earth’s surface as seen from above. 

*Map Scale- is a representative fraction which gives the ratio of a map distance to the corresponding distance on the Earth’s surface.

*Relief- is the representation fo the shape and height of landforms and the characterization of the Earth’s surface. This is noted by the color brown on a map.

*First Aid- is the immediate care given to injured persons before regular medical treatment can be administered. 

*Need- is the lack of something we deem important.
*US Rifle Caliber .30 M1903:

· Lightweight, manually operated, bolt action, magazine feed, breech loading shoulder weapon.

· General data: Weight -8.69 lbs, Length -43”, Magazine capacity -5 rounds, Sights –front, fixed blade, rear: adjustable leaf with aperture, notched battle sight, ramp.
*Position of Attention- To assume the position of attention, bring heels together smartly so that they are on the same line. The toes should be pointing out equally, forming an angle of 45 degrees. Keep your legs straight without locking your knees. Hold your body erect with your hips level, chest lifted and arched, and your shoulders are square and even. Look straight ahead.
