The indebtedness of mankind to the medical profession is great, and the service rendered to humanity by the profession does largely offset the evil.  There is a small percentage of physicians and surgeons (less than in any other profession) who are self-seeking and no credit to their craft is equally true.   EH 28

In the medical profession, the money-grasping specialists and the charlatan are rare.  The medical profession has one of the greatest and most beautiful records in the world of its purpose and field of activity, and has developed some of the greatest of the soul qualities - self-sacrifice, compassion and service. The world is full of groups revolting against orthodox medicine - wrongly in revolt.
