Pope John Paul II has the extremely rare Jupiter-Neptune planetary eclipse which leads to his bringing success, good fortune, and expansion (Jupiter) to the Catholic Church (Neptune).


Mick Jagger is one of those super-lucky souls who has the Sun-Jupiter planetary eclipse.


Tom Seaver and Greg Maddux (great baseball pitchers) both have the Mars-Sun planetary eclipse.  


Boeing had a Sun-Pluto planetary eclipse, the strongest possible aspect to the Sun for success in big business, competition, and power.  It is also the rarest of all planetary eclipses involving the Sun.  It has not occurred since 1940 and will not occur again until 2016.  United Technologies has it also and was incorporated two days after Boeing.  Such is the power of this eclipse.

Venus contraparallel Uranus - adored by the public, charisma.


Saturn contraparallel Pluto, but separating - ability to dominate a profession or field which can become very negative.


Other important aspects in the enclosed chart:  Neptune conjunct MC, Venus parallel AS, Uranus contraparallel AS, Neptune contraparallel AS, Neptune parallel MC.
