5.0 Data Gathering Procedures and Analysis of Output
In order for the proponents to gather information, the following procedures on conducting data were made:


· Interview

The proponents conducted an actual interview with the Head of the Sports Committee, Mr. Eduardo M. Barcelona and Mr. Romeo V. Cardenas, the only authorized persons to discuss and give information regarding about the basketball system of the Quezon Convention Center. 

Gov. Wilfredo L. Enverga and its Sports Officiating Committee established the Quezon Convention Center, a stadium in Quezon Province which opened in 1999.
The Governor’s Invitational Cup is the first administered league by the Governor himself. The league provides leadership-development activities for the youth which focuses on promoting good health, and assists in community development. (See Appendix C for the Transcript of the Interview)
Through the interview with the Head of the Sports committee regarding about the problems being encountered by their current basketball system, the main problem is the game time and shot clock monitoring and the statistics of the playing teams and its players. During a game, statistics of the playing teams and its players is only written on score and time sheets given to the scorekeeper and timekeeper which is time consuming and not that easy to generate and after each game, the gathered score and time sheets are being kept in a filing cabinet which may due to data loss.

· Observation 

Through the help of Mr. Eduardo M. Barcelona and other sports committee members, they showed the proponents the flow of the current basketball system. The proponents observed the procedure in managing the records of the current basketball system. 
By visiting, the proponents observed how they manage the important data’s and transfer them to the sports committee. The current system uses manual record keeping system which each data is stored in a filing cabinet that serves as a central storage which may due to data loss. The current basketball system uses a digital scoreboard and a game clock controller which is only operated by a digital scoreboard operator and gathers data from the scorekeeper and timekeeper about the score, game time and other game timers which is hard and time consuming. The proponents also observed how they manage the game schedules and registration forms written on sheets of paper. 
· Document Analysis

              The proponents reviewed some reports, score and time sheets and registration forms used by the sports committee to have accurate and complete information. This helps to know what reports will generate and how forms are being used in the current system.
· Questionnaires

         The proponents also gather information through series of questionnaires (See Appendix D) regarding the problems of the current system and how they handle them, procedures and types of game scheduling, registration process and the people involved in the current system.
· Books and Internet

           The proponents also gathered a research on books and Internet to find information that will be used in the study.
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
