Class/teacher reading of excerpt of ‘Holes’ from p.13-p.15.





Teacher expands upon the reading as necessary, for children who are not already familiar with the story (20 mins).





Children choose an inmate character from the text or decide to invent one of their own. Nicknames are chosen for their character, and decisions made about their outlook etc... Then they write a diary entry for that character for the day before Stanley arrives (25 mins).





Children turn the classroom into one of the tents in the text, and get into the role of the character they have been textually developing. The children are told that they are coming in from work for the day, and enter the room one by one, in role. The teacher then enters in the role of Mom, and informs them that there is going to be a new person on the camp. Mom then leaves, and re-enters the tent as Stanley, guiding an improvisation based upon the roles previously developed by the class and the text itself (15 minutes).





Children write a further diary entry (for the day following Stanley’s arrival), reflecting upon the new arrival at the camp, and the issues raised within the drama (30 minutes/homework).

Ensure familiarity with the salient aspects of the narrative for those children who have not read ‘Holes’ prior to the start of the lesson.








Develop imaginative confidence (but within a narratively rooted and circumscribed context); provide a textually-rooted base for subsequent dramatic work; develop in-role writing skills.








Develop children’s deeper engagement with the characters within a text; promote self-confidence within a drama context; engage children with ‘Holes’ who might otherwise be marginalised within a wholly textually-orientated approach. 


























Encourage considered reflection upon classroom drama work; promote the notion of dramatic and textual work being integrated in the interpretation of a text.�
