- See if any of them know what an acrostic poem is (which some of them do...), and ask them to explain to the rest of the class.





- Put a list of letters on the board (P O E T R Y..? H A Y D O N..? S C H O O L..?


P A R E N T S..? T E A C H E R S..?), and get them to come up and do their own lines so that the class makes its own acrostic poem.





- Bit of explanation that it’s nice easy way to structure and focus your thoughts on a particular subject... describe the rules for writing one (and also note that they don’t have rhyme, etc etc...)





- Introduce them to a couple of acrostic poems, and get a few comments from the group.





- Get them working on their own... on an appropriately elevating subject. Their own name..? Or is that a bit hackneyed..? The seasons..? Too short..? I guess this could be a time consideration...





- Get a couple of them to read their work out at the end, time permitting...
