Guide to making a mini- anthology…

For the next two lessons you will be making your own poetry anthology. Here is a step- by- step guide to how to make your anthology look good…
Step One- First choose your poems. You must include one that you have written, one a friend has written and one published poem.

Step Two- Write all three poems out in your books in rough. 

Step Three- For each poem write a short review including what the poem is about and why you like it.

Step Three- Write each poem neatly on a sheet of A4 paper and copy the review underneath.

Step Four- This is the best bit! Decorate your anthology and do a title page to make it look beautiful! 

Your teacher will provide coloured paper, pencils and glue for the decoration. It will take hard work to complete these in two lessons so you must concentrate. Merits will be awarded to all those worthy of them…

Finally, stick this guide in your book so you don’t lose it.
