Year 10 - Personal Writing Ideas





Over the next couple of weeks you are going to produce a piece of personal writing for your GCSE folder, in which you attempt to use some of the techniques that you have seen other writers use.





You can choose to write about anything at all - as long as it is about 750 words and about a moment in time that you can describe well. Remember, you are trying to create a picture in your reader’s mind - a snapshot in words - so before you start it’s a good idea to brainstorm all that you can remember about the event : sounds, feelings, what people said, who was there, in fact any detail that might help to bring your story alive to someone else.
