	Introduction to Genre

· There are a number of ways into this. You can begin by retracing one of the Greek myths, looking objectively at the generic features of a myth. There is a set of Greek myths in the department.

· Students can also be asked to trace/map significant journeys in their own life, looking beyond the physical into moral, spiritual, educational and geographical. Students then need to differentiate between a quest and a journey.

· Brainstorm the features of each;

· Quest; a quest usually focuses on a reluctant protagonist who due to external circumstances is forced to go in search of something vitally important. As well as finding the object of his/her desire the protagonist also finds qualities within themselves previously unknown.

· Journey: A change of physical location, often arduous and trying. The protagonist faces quests and difficult encounters, yet triumphs in the face of adversity.

· These definitions can be included on the student’s title page. Some words/phrases may need to be explained.

The Pardoner’s Tale

This also serves as a useful introduction to the genre or can be taught at the end as a precursor to the unit assessment. Provide social/historical context. Use as an archetypal ‘quest’ narrative. Encourage students to identify the main features of the tale;

· Analyse main qualities of a ‘quester’

· Chart development of the protagonists

· Who fulfils the role of ‘helper’?
	Identify the key features of the Greek Myth Genre.

The historical importance of Myth and contemporary relevance.

To draw on own experience to produce a piece of reflective writing

Augment existing vocabulary with complex terms relating to the genre.

To Identify the main features and analyse the qualities of a ‘Quest’.

Trace of a character’s journey through the tale in writing.


	Controlled research using the internet to discover background of greek myths, find images, etc.

LAPs focus primarily on physical difference then extend to personal development.

	To understand symbolism and be able to incorporate it into their own writing

To show understanding of character and the ability to write empathetically.

To present opinions, either in writing or presentation, and support their opinions.

Build up  an understanding and knowledge of a character in a character study.

To show understanding of adjectives and verbs in a piece of epithetical writing about the main character.

	MAP – Produce a sustained and engaging piece of symbolic writing

Choose a passage from the text and conduct a close textual analysis. How is language used to build up tension or suspense? 

Draw up a table listing all of the trials and tests the hero faces. Second column – quote from text; third column – what they gain/learn from each test.

Post-Reading

 All students produce a front-page story detailing the key event in the narrative. It is an opportunity to encourage students to use Publisher rather than the formulaic Word.

Look again at the opening of the text; in what ways has the protagonist changed?

Teaching the Class Reader

Sounder

In chapters 6 and 7 how do the events in the story match the generic features of a quest and a journey? See English, year 7 folder for essay plan.

Write a script based on the mother and father’s discussion on their decision to steal.

Write the father’s letter home from prison.

From the father’s point of view write a diary entry of when he comes home at the end of the novel.
	Produce a piece of work showing understanding and ordering of the plot, the ability to empathise,  backed up with quotations.

Use of Publisher to replicate appearance of a daily paper. Focus on accuracy.

Import images from the internet as opposed to clip art. Use drafting and revision features.

An opportunity to use Word to draft work in progress 

Show understanding of both the narrative of the tale and the main characters progression in a newspaper report style piece of work.

Relate knowledge of genre to story (in an essay).

To show character empathy in script, letter and diary form


	Could be structured using the IWB for LAP.

All students should use Publisher – some students may need help in using this program.

First person forms for LAPS; script or reportage for MAP’s.

What obstacles does Ann have to overcome during her journey and how does she do this?

What qualities does the protagonist learn as a result of her journey?

Write a diary entry in which the protagonist explains the obstacles she had to overcome and how she has changed as a result.

The Silver Sword

Write a diary entry detailing Joseph’s return to Warsaw. Using descriptive phrases focus on conveying his feelings and emotions. 

As a whole class activity produce a role-play / drama recreating Jan’s court case and prosecution. Establish a formal setting and allocate roles carefully; assess as S+L.

Produce a newspaper article using

MS Publisher detailing the children’s exploits. Focus on knowledge of the text and methods of reportage. Teach or revise direct / indirect speech incorporate indirect speech


	To relate previous knowledge of a ‘Journey’ to story in a piece of writing.

Produce a role-play that illustrates knowledge and understanding of the story and its characters, and the language conventions of a court room
