· Brainstorm prior knowledge of terms of poetry (ensure students understand meaning of ‘form’) Use results to illustrate title page.

Sonnets

· All students need to study at least one Shakespearean sonnet. Students should be able to by the end if the unit be able to distinguish between a Petrachan and Shakespearean sonnet. It is essential that students recognize the use of stress and unstressed sounds, rhyme scheme, iambic pentameter, and the purpose of the octet and sestet in a sonnet.

· Get students to copy a sonnet into their neat books and annotate it. You will need to go through this quite slowly ensuring that they understand all the terms. Remember to get them to link structure with content – not just write about the sestet and octet on their own.

	Practical suggestions Continued

· The argument presented

· The pace and punctuation

· Whether or not the poem reaches some kind of conclusion
· After highlighting students will find it easier to approach a structured written analysis on the given poem.

· Short questions – Comprehension type questions which look at the style and content of the poem are useful in getting students to focus on the shape of the poem.

· Sequencing exercises – these can work especially well when teaching sonnets. After teaching the structure and use of the sonnet form you can give students a sonnet you have cut up line by line. Have them reconstruct it. You will be able to see if they have understood the rhyme scheme and grasped the general meaning of the poem.
