	Introduction

· Either brainstorm Non-fiction on the board or hand out short extracts and ask students to read and identify generic features.

· Highlight main features of each. Discuss how they made their decisions.

· Stick extracts in book with titles and generic features.

Autobiography

Snapshot A Day I’ll never forget – Autobiography

· Students to think of a memorable day – hear some of them.

· Discuss characteristics and subjects of stories told and why they remember them – entertaining, emotive, reflective…

· Read intro to Boy R Dahl – highlights selective aspect of autobiographical writing (moments)

· Read A Day I’ll never forget. What does the writer remember? Why? i.e., selective characters, places, descriptive language, factual element. Focus on writer’s use of language/ personal style.

· Write the own moment in 3 paragraphs focusing only on significant details. Share and evaluate finished pieces.

Travel Writing

· Put class into groups. Give each group a different piece of travel writing. In groups discuss subject, style, narrative voice, (How important is this?) descriptive language, etc.

· Feedback to class. Compile features of travel writing and copy into books

· Decide which are literary and consumer journalism. Discuss purpose – persuade/reflect.
	· Students adapt an interrogative and active attitude to texts.

· After close reading able to identify contextual clues.

· To have intuitive speculation about narrative.

· Identify generic features of autobiography

· Emulate author’s style.

· Write a short controlled piece of autobiography entitled: A day I’ll never forget.

· Understand generic features of travel writing.

· Identify different purposes of travel journalism.
	LAP Give them a list of possibilities to match up.

MAP Also include close analysis of An Evil Cradling B Keenan.

LAP Cider with Rosie for character/ setting/ descriptive/ personal.

Tourists and locals different ways of seeing

· Watch a holiday programme. Note and discuss which aspects of the place it highlights.
· In class discussion explore the view offered in the film, What is included/missing, effect of images/ POV, effect of tourism/travel
· Research the country more. For example, Internet. Students then work on an alternative voice over/ account of a local person living in an area developed for tourism.
Autobiography

A Life in The Day Of…

All students should complete their own version of A Life in the Day of …

· Read a selection of copies from the Sunday Times (see Appendix)

· Make a grid of events that take place in their Day and Life.


	· Evaluate how matter is presented shows understanding of the way selection of information presents a particular view of reality.

· Recognise how texts use words, images and evidence for identifiable impact on audience.

· Select appropriate information and match it to the visual images. Voice- over that creates a coherent overall effect.

· Students write their own “Life in The Day Of…” emulating the style of the original

· Highlights the emphasis actually put on the character’s life


	LAPs – specific questions to consider/answer while watching

LAPs write a leaflet/ brochure encouraging tourists to a place.

MAPs write an argumentative essay on effects of tourism. Look at Eco-tourism.

Use of ICT for competition; drafting, revision and importing images to augment visual appeal of text.
