Letter Writing

· It is important that students are taught to write for specific audiences. See Past Paper questions and Oxford Secondary English 4 p.202.

Opinion Essays
· Students need to ensure they have more than five points that they then develop into paragraphs. Their argument should be balanced, drawing on as many other sources as possible.

· Students should be guided to structure their responses so that they develop a well crafted coherent argument. The department has a number of moral issues texts which outline arguments that that 

· students can respond to. See also Oxford English 4b.

Persuasive Writing

· Students tend to struggle to meet the requirements of a persuasive task. They need to focus on language techniques and begin to recognise how language can be used for effect.
· Students also need to have an awareness of audience and be able to distinguish between formal/informal language and register.
	· To gain a solid understanding of the formal structure of letter writing.
· To paragraph and construct and argument effectively.

· To recognize the three essential components of persuasive writing; constructing an argument, rhetorical language and writing for an audience.
	LAPs: Need to understand the inherent complexity of letter writing; paragraphs, punctuation, audience, layout, etc.
MAPs: Construct an informed opinion to include other sources of reference, including the internet and CD Rom.

Provision of frames during drafting process for LAPs.

Building on knowledge acquired in term one, use ICT to produce letters.
