Soccer
Forwards:

Did you know that a good forward can score 50-100 goals and assists in a season? Well to do that you need to be good and here’s how to find out. Forwards (or sometimes called strikers) need to be skilful with the ball and know how to pass, dribble and shoot accurately. Also a good forward should be able to fake out and opponent. For scoring you should be able to score with your head or foot.
Try a 1’2 play (which is pass it to another player, but you should keep running because he could pass it back to you.)

Defence:


The defenders stop most of every play. They are called fullbacks> normal they try to take the ball away from the opposing team.

There is a sweeper that tries to intercept passes by weaving forward and backward. If he intercepts a pass he will pass it up to the midfield. When you have the ball, try to criss-cross. That means to go to the other side of the field and pass it to another player.

Midfield:

Midfield are all of the above, they are offence and defence. Otherwise Then midfields are called halfbacks. They have a roll in every play. They score some goals but they need to also help the defence. To do that, they must have physical endurance. They try to shoot from far out so others can get the rebound.
Goalies:

Out of everybody, goal keepers have the hardest job. They have to go to every corner of the net in 2 seconds tops. If they do, they should pass it to the midfields to start a play. If you want to break up a play, if it’s a rolling pass to your opponent near you, run up and kick the ball.
How it’s played:


All of the games are played according to international rules. There are 2, 45 minute halves. If after the two halves and the score is still tied they will go to overtime. They are two five minute halves. If after no goals are scored, they will go to a shootout.
Baseball

Nolan Ryan pitched the most strike outs, no one has broken his record. Ty Cobb  is known for stealing bases he is famous.        The game of baseball is played through a long yet specific set of rules. In order to play baseball you must have nine players which are ; pitcher, catcher , 1st basemen, 2nd basemen, 3rd basemen, short stop, right field, left field and center field and all these positions are very important. An average season includes 162 games. The object of the game is to score more runs than the other team by hitting the ball and getting around the bases to score. Teams rotate being defence and offence and after a certain amount of runs they switch until the game is over.
