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In the essay “The Man-Made Myth”, author Elaine Morgan discusses evolutionary theory and how it is affected by male prejudices in society. She aims to uncover the fact that andocentric thinking, which is male-centered, has been around for so long, that it’s becoming fact due to the lack of another point of view. Morgan also reveals that with a little less overanalyzing and a little more careful reasoning, biologists and anthropologists alike will realize that there is more to the history of the human race than what the men have done.


Morgan states early on in her article that people assume women are just a distorted vision of everything that makes up man, which is understood to be the normal being. This is due to the use of biology to get to the same conclusions that theology would come to. She considers this to be a mistake, citing that men think they are the superior beings and that everything rides on their shoulder and no one else’s.
