How lo make a basic locked dir: 

/this[space]/[space]/ 

then Make New Dir again, and type: 

/this[space]/example/ and hit enter. 

your working path is: 

/this[space]/example/ 

-------------------------------- 
But anybody can break into your pub by using a raw command to 
Rename your parent locked dir from 
/this[space]/ to /this/, whereupon it no longer is locked. However, 
if someone is logged into it at that moment, they cant Rename. 
They cannot Rename the parent if u lock the path several layers deep, as shown: 

Make New Directory: 

/this[space]/[space]/ and hit enter. 

then Make New Dir again and type: 

/this[space]/is[space]/[space]/ and hit enter. 

finally, Make New Dir again and type: 

/this[space]/is[space]/anexample/ and hit enter. 

your working path would be: 


/this[sp]/is[sp]/anexample/ 


But they can still 'clone' and break in. 

To clone a locked dir, simply make another dir with the same name, not 
locked, and then when u click on the real locked parent dir, it 
no longer is locked. Ex: to break into the path shown above, 
this[sp]/is[sp]/anexample/ you simply go into the dir holding the parent, /this[sp]/ and make a dir called /this/. Then click the locked dir and its no longer locked. 

To make a dir they cannot normally clone in Windows, call it one of these reserved, 'illegal' names: 

CON, AUX, COM1, COM2, COM3, COM4, LPT1, LPT2, LPT3, PRN, NUL 

These names cannot be used to make a dir called, for example, 

/COM1/. 

Windows wont allow it, so if someone wants to clone your locked 
/COM1[sp]/ dir they need to slip under Windows, i.e. in DOS, though if you work out a method otherwise, please dont be elitist and horde the knowledge amongst your friends. 


There are other illegal characters, including single characters, but I`m not sure that a web board will convert the characters properly so I`ll have to prep a doc on the topic before I post so I know it wont get converted and befuddle the onlooker. 



I also want to share other methods I`ve found, and that I`ve shared with one or two others, since everybody should have the same bag of tricks at their disposal in the dog-eat-dog world of pubbing. These inlcude the non-deletable tag, the Y dir (which doesnt work, duh) and a few other things. So, check back in a couple of days for the follow-up post. After that, its all up to you how you use your skills.
