B. Analysis of your results

  The goal of Monopoly is to bankrupt all opponents. To do so, you must be dedicated and make each decision with the aim of improving your chances and wiping out your opponents. Unfortunately, we were unsuccessful in trying to achieve these goals. Our lack of planning and bad decisions led to our downfall. 
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At the beginning of the game, we did not focus on owning all the properties in a specific color-group. Instead, we bought every property that we landed on. Although we had a property from almost every color group, it did not help us because we were unable to obtain a full color group until much later in the game.  By the time we obtained a full color group, we bought 1 house for each property, but it was of no help. By that time, we were almost bankrupt and had no hope to win.
