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4. Williams believed that authority from the government should be absolutely separate from the government.  Williams also believed that society should not view the Bible like they view the government.  Finally, Williams believed in religious tolerance.  Since the Puritans escaped England searching for religious tolerance, he believed that they should exercise the same type of religious tolerance that they were seeking towards those of another religion.

5. Three major teachings of Calvinism:

· Predestination/Election: the idea that God has predetermined those who will attain salvation

· Authority of the scripture: Calvin believed that the Bible was the supreme authority over any other type of religious doctrine

· Innate Depravity:  Calvin believed that by nature, humans are a fallen people; we are naturally corrupt

· Abounding grace of God:  Calvin believed that although humans are fallen, it is by God’s immeasurable grace that we have been saved

6. Major theme throughout Ecclesiastes:  The futility of life should not lead people to despair because God has given good gifts for those who follow him
7. Galileo’s primary purpose in writing “Letter to the Grand Duchess Christina” was to lay out in stone his beliefs in a heliocentric model of the solar system.

8. Three Symbols in “The White Heron”:

· Sylvia:  Sylvia’s name is derived from the Latin root word “sylva,” meaning forest.  Sylvia represents nature and purity throughout the short story as well as a resistance to male oppression.
· The White Heron: Like Sylvia, the white heron represents innocence and purity.

· The hunter: In the short story, the hunter represents both male oppression as well as industrialization (trying to destroy nature)
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
