Al-Shafi’i was the first to write about the fundamentals of Islamic Jurisprudence.

· Call to prayer  (الأذان) : Bilal Ibn Rabah did the first call to prayer, which was during the time of the Prophet. 

· Virtues (فضائل الأعمــال  ): Islam is based on morals and virtues, such as humility, righteousness and chastity.  
· Prerequisites of prayer    ( شروط صحة الصـلاة  ):  One of the prerequisites of prayer is ablution. Before prayer a person has to be clean physically as well as spiritually. 

· Pillars of prayer ( أركـان الصـلاة  ) : The reciting of surat Al Fatihah is one of the pillars of prayer. Without this, the prayer does not count.

· Bowing down ( ركــوع  )  : I refuse bowing down to anyone else but Allah, my Creator.

· Prostration ( سـجود  )  : I whisper to Allah in prostration, Subhana Rabia Al a’ala. 

OR    

Prostration in prayers is a sign of one’s complete submission to Allah. 

· Opening Takbir ( تكبيرة الإحرام  )  : One of the prophet’s supplications is said between the opening takbir and the recitation of Al Fatihah during prayer. 

· Recommended Prayers (  الصلوات المسنونة  )  : A good Muslim makes sure that he follows the profit’s tradition, starting with the recommended prayers. 

· Congregational prayer ( صلاة الجماعة )  : Congregational prayer strengthens brotherhood, and gives 27 times the reward of praying individually. 

· Combining prayer (  صلاة الجَـمْـع  )  :  A traveler is one of the people allowed to perform combined prayer. For example: He may pray both Maghrib and Isha’a at once. 

· Shortening of Prayer (  صـلاة القصر  )  : To make things easier on Muslims, Allah permitted the shortening of prayers when traveling, or fighting the enemy.
