Hog show will begin at 8:30 am followed by goats and lambs.

Steer show will begin at 10:00 am followed by showmanship (2 rings will be used for cattle)

Exhibitors must show their own animal in showmanship

All judges decisions will be final

B. All commercial heifers and steers must have an ear tag
C. All entries must be made on Livestock Exhibit Entry Form 195 (please attach a copy of registration papers with entry form)
D. You must furnish you own bedding. No straw to be used inside the barn.
E. All animals must have Health Papers from a Veterinarian
F. Entry fee is $15.00 per head if postmarked by September 7th, 2007

Pre register for Lead in Pee-Wee showmanship 7 and under (no entry fee)




Late entries will not be listed in the program

Hogs

1. will show by weight with a 180 lb. minimum (no maximum)

Goats
1. will show by weight with a 40 lb minimum (no maximum)

Lambs

1. will show by weight with a 70 lb minimum (no maximum)





Remember that Classification and Retinal imaging will be on the 21st at the multi-purpose center. Make plans to stay over and show the next day.
Beef Breeding
1. Registration papers are required on all heifers and bulls. NO COPIES or FAXES.

2. Registered heifers and bulls will be shown by age – youngest to oldest (6 months to 25 months are eligible to show)

3. Bulls must be shown with a nose lead

4. Each Breed must have at least six head for breed classification. Otherwise they will be put into Other Breeds division.
