PROLOGUE FOR THE FINAL COMMUNIQUE OF THE

INTERGOVERNMENTAL CONFERENCE ON THE 

EUROPEAN CONSTITUTION

The necessity of transforming the institutions of European union looks alike the construction of the foundations of a fragile building. European Union; obtaining a united legal personality, wishes to become more efficient and to succeed in being represented in the frame of external and internal actions. First priority is to preserve the common interest. The eminent enlargement brought up the issue of firstly approaching European Union as an idea. 

European Union’s aim is to obtain the co-operation and the stability of folks of the Union around the world. Moreover, European Union tries to confront with the lack of democracy that characterizes nowadays the European Union, adjusting the Union of the nations to a union of citizens, promoting freedom, justice and transparency.


We, the European Convention, feel obligated to construct an external outline of the constitution within which, European Union can bear a new and healty creation. Nothing with deep concern, we urge to entail the beliefs of all European states, as an act of approval of the Union with a variety of different perspectives.

Whereas there is already substantial agreement on the intergovernmental   conference (IGC) on the European Convention’s draft Constitution’s  ;

Calls on each and every member of the European Council to show the flexibility that will inevitably be needed in order to avoid deadlock at the IGC,

Warns that agreement on the Outstanding issues at the IGC is unlikely to become easier to resolve later

Makes a solemn appeal to the European Council of to decide on the immediate resumption of the IGC, in order to reach a conclusion prior to 1 May 2004 on the basis of the draft Constitutional treaty put forward by the European Convention and without changing its fundamental balance,

Calls on the Irish Presidency to take all the necessary steps to break the current deadlock, and fully supports any initiative that would allow the IGC to reach a positive conclusion

Believes that failure to reach a constitutional settlement would frustrate the integration process, render the union unable to contemplate any further enlargement and result in a devastating loss of solidarity and legitimacy,

Instruct its President to forward this resolution to the European Council and to the parliaments of the member states ant the accession states

Expecting that the new constitution will satisfy the need of transparency, effiency and reinforce the democracy in working process of the EU

Convinced that new constitution is needed by the people of the European Union in order to unify the different law systems of the member states

Realizing that a European Constitution is necessary to strengthen the EU

Fully aware of the importance of a constitution in order to complete the common system of European values and laws

Emphasizing that  the Constitution is a guarantee of fundamental human rights,


Expressing its satisfaction about draft treaty establishing a constitution for European Union

1) Accepting the facts that:

· The fundamental human rights have been included in the part 2 of the constitution.

· The Presedent of the European commision is elected from the European Parliament.

· The role of the National Parliaments is empowered.

· The legal personality of European Union is formalised.

·  There’s a clear hiearchy of European norms.

· European Constitution takes priority of the national laws.

· The division of competences.

· The settlement in specific occasion, the qualified majority to reach a decision.

· Most of the meetings of European organs are open to public.

· The establihment of  co-decision procedure in the creation of laws.

· Free access to documents.

External cooperation between member states about takin measures to face terrosism.
2.Recommends the equality of the 25 Commissioners in the voting procedure in order to take democratic decisions

3.Requets from the Commission to form ad-hoc comities 

· These ad-hoc comities will be consists of the experts of the concerning issues

· The Commission will decide with the 2/3 majority to establish the ad-hoc comities 

· These comities can not be established in the issues concerning to the security of the EU

4.Urges European Council not to take decision with the unanimity but with the 5/ 6 majority about enlargement, security and defense policy

5.Further recommends if 2/3 of majority of the national parliaments agrees upon to reject the regulation in order to protect their rights and they will go to the court of justice.

6.Expresses its appreciation that the amendment procedure of the constitution should be changed as to become more flexible

7.Supports that the European Council will be in position to amend part III of the Constitution with the qualified majority of 5/6 of its members after the agreement of the European Parliament and the positive proposal of the Commission. What is more, unaminity will be required in the cases that the amendment changes the competence of the Constitution of the Union.

8.Recomends that the National Parliaments should have the right to pass a case to ECJ if the majority is 2/3 of the national European Parliaments.

9.Affirms that a case should be passed to the ECJ before the official publishment of the law

10.Urges that the role of the president of the European Council should be strictly limited only to the issues concerned about organizing the meetings of the council

11.Encourages the fact that the only representative of the EU should be The Minister of Foreign Affairs

12.Further requests that the Minister of Foreign affairs should take into consideration the European Parliament’s decision while taking decision

13.Proclamis that the replacement of the Minister of Foreign affairs should be voted by a significant majority of the Parliament as well as by a proposal of the European Council and agreement of the President of the European Commission
