EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT

Committee on the Foreign Affairs and External Relations Resolution on the Reconstruction of Iraq

Deeply concerned and disturbed by the policy followed by the Coalition Forces in Iraq;

Keeping in mind that Iraqi people is also a part of the international community;

Alarmed by the infringements of human rights in Iraq since the beginning of the war;

Fully aware of its force on the world policy;

Desiring to contribute to post-war Iraq with its deep experiences in human rights and democracy;

Having regards to the European Union Treaties and the Charter of the United Nations;

Having regard to the United Nations Security Council resolutions 1441, 1438, and 1483;

1. Recalls the Coalition Forces to leave Iraq in order to stop the insurgency against the occupying forces;

2 .Recommends the European Commission to Establish a Committee to urge the UN for the formation of an interim government in Iraq in order to give the Iraqi people the opportunity to take over the administration of their country, and then leave the country once the first Iraqi government is established;

3. Suggests the European Commission and the Parliament to allocate the necessary means including an EU fund in order to finance the immediate and urgent first step to cope with the humanitarian crisis;

4. Calls the European Council to establish a collaboration council which will be composed of the specialists and experts from the European Union member states officers and Iraqi leaders;

The competence of the European officers in the collaboration council will be 
only in the level of consultation;

b)
They will assist in preparing the appropriate ground for free, fair and democratic 
elections;

c)
They will also cooperate in the formation of the consultation;

5. Encourages the exercise of universal jurisdiction by the members of the Union in order to try and punish the perpetrators of the heinous crimes committed since the beginning of the Iraqi war;

To that purpose, the European Parliament urges the NGOs to get involved in the 
ongoing process in Iraq supporting their humanitarian programs in the whole 
Iraq;

6. Promotes negotiations with the leaders of the ethnic and religious groups in Iraq for the establishment of a state where the minorities will be also represented in the parliament;

7. Fully supports the efforts to improve the education and health systems and is ready to make any necessary contribution;

8. Also supports the attraction of the displaced Iraqi scholars and calls them to cooperate in the establishment of a new educational system in Iraq;

9. Proposes the providence of any necessary technical equipment by the European Union which will take the already existing traditional education to a higher level;

10. Proposes the establishment of a committee consisting of officials from UN, IMF, World Bank and leaders of the ethnic and religious groups in Iraq to cooperate for the financement of all these reconstruction efforts, not only with governments;

11. Recommends the postponement of the debts and loans in a long term with every year evaluating;

12. Encourages the investors from the European Union member states to invest in Iraq by providing low interest-rates credits, and suggests the Iraqi officials to establish free-trade zones in Iraq;

13. Calls the European Council and the European Commission to begin for the preparations for trade agreements to increase the volume of trade with Iraq which will eventually support the Iraqi economy to rebuild itself while applying low customs tariffs for Iraqi exports;

14. Reminds the United States of America to reconsider her strategy of pre-emptive self-defence which lets her to attack wherever she feels necessary.
