
The island road system is made up of one main road running the length of the island, with less-developed, no-through roads [often gravel] serving the various rural neighbourhoods as they are dispersed throughout the island. The Sturdies Bay ferry terminal provides the primary link with the mainland and Vancouver Island.

The ferry terminal, public wharves, road systems and emergency services accommodate a year - round population of less than 1,000, but the seasonal influx of part - time residents and visitors places strain on the services at times.

As of the 1991 census, Galiano's population was 52% female and 48% male; 19% were under 19, but only 8% were between 20 and 34 years old. One third of Galiano's residents were between 35 and 55, and almost as many (31%) between 55 and 74; 9% were over 75.

While the large number of visitors provides an economic benefit to the Galiano community, it also places a burden on the public services, most of which are voluntary. These services are designed to serve a population of less than 1000.

Island residents tend to accept responsibility for initiating their own recreational activities. Many of these are outdoor activities that depend on access to the marine environment of these surrounding waters and access to protected or undeveloped natural areas existing on the land. More organized activities are initiated within the community organizations, services and specialized clubs, including a variety of craft and artist guilds.
