e.
Heritage Park

An area set aside to preserve and maintain structures or other historic features or relics so as to provide opportunities for experience and interpretation of the sites of historic significance in the community.

f.
Shoreline Access

An area connecting a public access to a beach or a view of surrounding waters.

5.2
SOURCES OF PARK LAND.

Community park land may be made available from four major sources.

a.
Land Dedicated as Parkland at Time of Subdivision Under section 992 of the Municipal Act, a developer is required, in certain specified circumstances, to give up 5% of the land to be dedicated as parkland. This land is transferred from the developer to the regulatory agency having authority, the Capital Regional District, to be administrated by the local Parks and Recreation Commission in accordance with the principles set out in this plan.

b.
Money Provided in Lieu of Parkland

In situations where the local Islands Trust Committee allows a developer to provide money in lieu of dedicated parkland, this money shall be placed in trust and used to acquire alternate parkland.

c.
Land Transferred from other Organizations, Agencies, and Private Citizens.

Land may be transferred from other government agencies or from private sources who wish to have it retained for park purposes or to be preserved in a natural state.

d.
Land Obtained by Lease or License of Occupation

In order to provide public access through areas held by other agencies or owned by private parties, the Commission may enter into a Lease or License of occupation with the owners of the property for a finite period of time. This is the method commonly used to provide for public foot paths and beach accesses on lands held by Ministry of Transportation and Highways and Ministry of the Environment, Lands and Parks, or private landowners.
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
