6. PROVISION OF RECREATIONAL SERVICES


This Commission recognizes the initiative and accomplishments of individuals and organizations within the Galiano community in the provision of recreational opportunities that benefit all the residents of Galiano.

In recognition of this fact this Commission will strive to play a supportive role whenever possible within our mandate and in accordance with this Plan.

 6.1 EXISTING RECREATIONAL OPPORTUNITIES AND SERVICES.

6.2 SOURCES OF FUNDS FOR RECREATION



The primary source of funding for community recreation purposes is derived from the annual taxation of land and improvements in the Galiano Island Trust Area. The portion collected for recreation purposes may range from 0 to $.063 per $1000 of assessed value. A rate of taxation higher than this cannot occur without going to public referendum.



The Commission may budget extra funding (within the maximum $.063 per $1000 taxation rate) or set aside unused funds from previous fiscal years in anticipation of increased need for recreational services.



Maintenance and operating costs for recreational services vary from year to year. Funds are used to maintain recreation resources to an acceptable standard and are disbursed under the discretion of the Commission in accordance with the Plan.

6.3 RECREATION FOR THE FUTURE

                         Based on the principles outlined in this Plan and the comments received from the public, other organizations and agencies, the Parks and Recreation Commission will support organizations whose principles are consistent with the objectives as outlined in section 3.3.
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
