The article I chose talks about a band of pioneers that wants to do for your cell phone what Linux did for the PC. TV for example last longer in an average living family since the prices of TV’s are expensive and home TV is not something that is portable but cell phones on the other hand in my opinion consumers tend to buy somewhat latest phone without too much hesitation because some do think that others judge people for what kind of phone you have and what latest features you have on your phone, these type of things are easily noticed around malls and movie theaters etc. What I have noticed living in between Canada and Korea they both have huge cell phone markets but Korea has more advanced industry because when Asian countries had colored screen cell phones Canada had mono colored screens. After seeing these things happen it gave me a thought that both countries share similarities and differences in demand.

The type of market organization for cell phone companies is definitely monopolistic because the big cell phone producing companies for example Nokia, Samsung, and Motorola etc they all have this exclusive power of possession and control over the means of producing or selling a commodity or service. To analyze the cell phone market using demand & supply below is a graph that is based on a company for example
Rogers, Telus, and Bell. This is the way these companies would look at the consumers, how they react to certain change or prices of cell phones bills.
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The shape of the demand curve is downward sloping which reflects the law of                                                                
Demand By the shape of the curve, therefore when the price of the cell phone price (monthly bill) goes up, the amount of consumers will drop along with the rising of the price. The height of the demand Curve at and quantity shows the maximum price that consumers are willing to pay for

 that additional unit. For example for the 11th unit consumers are willing to pay $73 for it while

they would be willing to pay up to $92 for the 5.3 (millionth) unit.
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On this graph the law of supply is reflected by the shape of the supply curve which represents that as the Cell phone price (monthly bill) rises the producers of the company supplies more for the consumers. The height of the supply curve at any quantity 

shows the minimum price necessary to induce producers to supply that next unit to the market, also it shows the opportunity cost of producing that next unit of the product. For example by looking at the 11th unit again producers require $73 to induce them to supply it.

The future outcomes of the ideas and plan a band of pioneers make I believe will happen because of interest and the most of all the manufactures believe that the cell phones are a really promising computing platform for innovation. Also another reason why it is easy to see cell phones improving is that its turned to a device of everyday use so cell phones have major advantage over PC’s because they are cheaper, smaller, has battery and you can get immediate connection to your convenience. From my point of view the outlook for the cell phone market will rise for a long time since the technology for this industry develops every year with new features and better designs, as for the software for the cell phone goes, I believe that if the companies expand the number of people who can actually enhance the device with software there would be more potential to explore other computing applications.
