While Pin Money are continuing to notch up more and more live performances, Cold Sober still can’t make it out of the rehearsal room. While Mk.4 craft together demos in a local recording studio, there have been “minimal results” according to insiders. Friends have put this down to nerves and general reluctance. Despite that, the group are still there putting together a veritable cornucopia of songs. When will they ever perform live?
