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SADD Chapter Receives Tobacco Control Mini-Grant
   Taunton High School’s (THS) SADD Chapter (Students Against Destructive Decisions) has been awarded a “Get the Word Out” mini-grant to educate and empower young people aged 12-18 to reduce youth tobacco use in Massachusetts (MA). The grant is one of several awarded to youth groups associated with schools, faith communities, teen centers, community groups and other non-profit agencies across the Commonwealth. 
   The Mission of the THS SADD Chapter is to provide Taunton students with current prevention and awareness campaigns and activities to deal with issues of underage drinking, impaired driving, tobacco and other drugs, teen violence, and safety.  It has been in existence for the past seventeen years, and has 25 active members.  

   Smoking is still the #1 preventable cause of death and illness in MA. According to surveys conducted by the MA Department of Public Health (DPH), more than 900,000 MA residents smoke: 9,000 of them die each year from tobacco-related causes. Nearly 1,000 MA residents die from the effects of secondhand smoke. The Southeast region of MA has the 2nd highest adult smoking rates in the state.  
   One of the risk factors for youth smoking is the misperception that many more youth smoke than actually do.  The THS SADD Chapter is determined to introduce and expose all 2100 students at THS, and the community at large, to a smoking prevention campaign which will influence smokers to reduce or quit smoking.
   Social norms theory posits that people tend to overestimate the prevalence of risky behaviors, while underestimating protective factors because risky behavior is more noticeable.  What goes unnoticed are the hundreds of youth at THS who don’t smoke.  

   SADD hopes to remind young people that even though some of their peers smoke, most youth in their school do not.  Because of the positive message that is involved with a social norms marketing campaign, it is hoped that sharing this campaign with the community will illustrate that most young people are making healthy choices.  
   “SADD Gets the Word Out” is a modified form of the Project YELL social norms campaign. Former coordinator, Sabrina Strong, assisted with the writing of the proposal. It is hoped that youth from both SADD and Project YELL will work on this new project.

   The campaign will consist of 2-3 social norms messages based on information from the recent American Drug and Alcohol Survey (ADAS).  Messages will first be marketed on posters throughout the school.  Students will be encouraged to “Get the Word Out” by placing campaign posters throughout the community of Taunton in places such as grocery stores, shopping malls, churches, and community centers.  Students will be encouraged to document their efforts using cell phone and digital cameras.  Contests will reward students who show exceptional effort and creativity.

Discussion Highlights:
Community Crisis Intervention Team – Next training will be held May 9, 10 and 11. 20 have already registered, and includes Brockton and Attleboro police, DSS and the PACT team at CCBC.

Recent Trend – Unsupervised after prom parties have been taking place in hotel rooms. Parents see this as a harm reduction approach, but in fact parents condoning this as a social norm, and allowing children to participate leads to unhealthy consequences. There is a need to raise awareness of this danger. Suggestions include an awareness campaign to contact hotels about the issue and their liability, and contact local newspapers, television stations, PTOs, SADD, etc. for parents, grandparents, and others who care about youth to take a stand against underage alcohol. A letter from the PTO or SADD would be effective, as may a discussion on the “Pathways to Hope” local radio show. Youth need safer ways to have fun without alcohol, such as at school sponsored after prom parties.

Drug Policy – A local school is working on revising its alcohol and drug policy to include the use of a breathalyzer for admission to dances/proms and available to the administration during the school day.  The breathalyzer was introduced in response to students who brought the issue to the adults’ attention. They recommended alcohol testing because they want a safe environment. The draft is due 3/1/06. 

Coalition Building - Marilyn Belmonte trains school staff, parents and law enforcement in reducing drug abuse through recognition and community awareness. She also does coalition building.
