· Flyers were sent to all middle schools

$10,000 Tobacco Grant is wrapping up. The last event is the Youth Summit in Marlboro.

Tobacco and the Entertainment Industry – Peer staff are watching Will Farrell movies to do a smoke screen series. After access the incidence of smoking in 5 movies, they will send letters of concern.

Compliance Checks were done in Franklin and Bourne. More will be done in MADD Youth in Action, along with shoulder taps. 

Get the Word Out Grant Kick Butts Day:
· Due to staffing issues and lack of sign ups, the Kick Butts smoke free basketball game was cancelled. 
· The 28 (Number of people in MA who die from tobacco daily) T Shirt project at THS went well and created a buzz of curiosity. Cards were created with tobacco related messages. Pictures were taken by the Taunton CALL. Cupcakes with the number 28 were sold and information on quitting smoking given out at CCBC. 
· Tablecloths with tombstones were displayed in the cafeteria. Next year social norms messages will be used.

Southeast Center for Healthy Communities has asked Project YELL for help with a project. They will stipend 20 peers to go to Taunton and Brockton stores to distribute information on being sure to card and not sell tobacco to underage customers. April is looking for peers. 
Community Care Services is working with Donna Levesque as a consultant for their tobacco grant. Volunteers are checking out bars to assess compliance with regulations. They want to get youth to do compliance checks on tobacco sales.

Strategic Planning is best served by a summer retreat in a nice location, with lunch included, rather than a short meeting. This is a requirement of the Project YELL grant. CHNA24 can access technical assistance in this process, of which the SAC is a spoke. A small group will meet to look at time, date, location, etc, by May, for confirmation in June. Committee volunteers include April, Carol, Arlene, Kathy, Annie and Lorraine. 

June Quarterly CHNA Meeting will meet 6/20/07, 10:00, at CCBC. Arlene will represent the SAC.

Safe Prom and Graduation Project has begun its second year. Letters and information were sent to CHNA area schools, newspaper and television media, and police chiefs, hotels and liquor establishments of the CHNA area and prom venue cities. Limousine companies have liability rules and are aware of the seriousness of underage alcohol use. Lorraine and Deb Brown were guests on the “Pathways to Hope” radio show last week to feature the project. April will visit successful after prom parties in the area. These take a year to plan, parents have most of the foot work, and kids aren’t allowed to leave during certain hours. Prom information will be sent to parents along with their thank you letters for the ADAS survey.
