Outline of responsibilities to be shared by GBC parents and adult members on race days

Race Officer (RO)
Officer of the Day

· Overall responsibility for all on the water activities.

· Sets courses and liaises with race management team. 

· Conducts the briefing for sailors.

Race Officer Assistant (ROA)
Assist the race officer.

Deck Officer (DO)
Responsibility for all onshore / beach activities as directed by the RO. 

DO responsible for overseeing getting rescue boats and motors from clubhouse, launching and retrieval rescue boats and assisting washing these after racing. Assisting launching and retrieving race boats when conditions require.  

Duck 1 (D1)
Skipper (D1) and crew responsible for launching and retrieving, and taking direction from RO as to duties on the water

Duck 9 (D9)
Skipper (D9/1) and crew (D9/2) responsible for launching and retrieving, and taking direction from RO as to duties on the water.

Patrol Boat crews (PC)
RO will assign skipper and crew for ‘on the water’ duties.

Galley Boss (GB)
In charge of galley for the day.

Galley Assistant (GA)
Assist GB run galley.

BBQ (BQ)
Responsible for cooking sausages at the end of the day.

LTS fleet
Parents will be rostered by the LTS Coach to launch and retrieve RIBs used for LTS fleet, and assist launch and retrieve Optis.

LTR fleet
Parents will be rostered by the LTR Coach to launch and retrieve RIBs used for LTR fleet, and assist launch and retrieve Optis.

Radio supervision
The handheld VHFs (10) all need to be charged each week. 

Fuel maintenance
We need someone to take responsibility for ensuring the fuel tanks are replenished each week before race day.

Coaching
Experienced yachties with good communication skills with juniors are always needed to assist coaching LTS, LTR, Green Fleet and Starlings. Preferable, but not essential to have completed YNZ Club Instructor course.

Race Results Assistant
Assist with race day data entry, annual prize giving, trophy/certificate list

Boat / Trailer R&M 
Organise R&M of beach trailers and registration, WOF of 2 road trailers,

Building R&M
Help with small jobs, R&M of clubhouse. Would suit handyman.

Website Helper
Assist with website maintenance. Result posting, Notice of Races and general updating.

Membership recruitment
Assist with promoting the clubs activities to parents of children who are of suitable age to commence sailing.
