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DAILY DUTY ROSTER





Meal Preparation


For  each meal, have one six be responsible for many aspects of one complete meal:     fetch food, set up, prepare, serve and clean up





Instill an etiquette of cooks eat last.  Disorderly conduct in the kitchen area eats last.  Cooks must plan completion of clean up in time to get to next activity.





Grease Pit / Garbage


Clean grease pit, and put garbage in can (PM)





Use of 6 mm plastic bags better than grocery store bags





Water Supply 


Replenish (PM)





Wood Supply 


Replenish (AM & PM)


When conditions are favorable, collect large supply & cover





Inspection 


After each meal, leaders inspect campsite, tents, chopping area, fuel dump, eating area, kitchen. 





Criteria:  Safety, cleanliness and organization


Objective:   No trace camping

Each six improves the campsite with several camp gadgets

Moving Camp Gear





Participation of ALL cubs is required in moving camp gear:


from storage to vehicles


from vehicles to campsite


from campsite back to vehicles


from vehicle back into storage





Camp Set Up, Daily Duties & Break Camp





Cubs' happy participation is expected in camp set up, daily duties and camp break.





Opening / Closing Ceremonies / Planned Pack Activities





All cubs are expected to participate in opening and closing ceremonies and all other planned pack activities (campfire, regatta, competitions etc).
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
