HAC PHASE – WHEEL STOP Crew Procedures


Approach and Landing Guide

This guide includes verbal calls that the Pilot can make to assist the Commander during the final approach and landing.  It was written to be used with the Precision Approach software during a simulation.

Consult the Precision Approach User’s Manual to learn when each of these stages occurs.  Each stage is shown in bold print.

HAC Phase (as soon as SALS boots up)

EAS—240 – 260

ALT—30,000 – 32,000

Monitor the HAC alignment

HAC 90

EAS—240 - 260

ALT—19,000 – 20,000

HAC alignment status ?

***Arm chutes (F11)—Pilot confirms after arming.

Approach and Landing Phase (OGS)

EAS—280 – 300

ALT—10,000 – 12,000

PREFLARE (3000 ft)

EAS—280 - 300

Gear Down and Locked  (200 ft – 300 ft)

***Main Gear Touchdown

Chutes Deployed (F12) ***

Derotate

***Nose Gear TD

***Midfield

Apply brake

Chutes Jettisoned (F12) at EAS 40

***Wheelstop.  Rollout complete.  Star Sailor 1 standing by.

***The asterisk indicates that this is a Commanders call.

NOTE:  In addition to the calls above, the Pilot should be regularly calling out air speeds, altitudes, and headings.
