CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS OF THE GEORGIA NETBALL ASSOCIATION, INC.

ARTICLE 1
NAME

The name of this organization shall be the Georgia Netball Association, which shall be referred to as the “GNA.”

ARTICLE 2
DEFINITION

a) MEMBER shall refer to a club, team, individual, school or organization.

b) NEW MEMBER shall refer to a club, team, individual, school or organization joining the GNA for the first time or a MEMBER whose membership has lapsed.

c) CLUB MEMBER shall refer to a person who is a member of a MEMBER of the GNA.

d) EXECUTIVE shall be referred to as defined in ARTICLE 14.

e) COUNCIL shall be referred to as defined in ARTICLE 17.

ARTICLE 3
AIMS AND OBJECTIVES

The objective of the GNA shall be to promote the game of Netball in the State of Georgia and surrounding states, in the interest of its MEMBERS and to cooperate with any other Association within the United States, and all other countries where the game of netball is played, to advance and support the welfare of the game and its players.

ARTICLE 4
REPRESENTATIVE COLORS



The colors of the GNA shall be red, white and black.

ARTICLE 5
MEMBERSHIP

a) FULL MEMBERSHIP

Any MEMBER may become a full member under the umbrella of the GNA.

b) DIRECT MEMBERSHIP

Any person who is not a CLUB MEMBER shall be entitled to apply for DIRECT MEMBERSHIP.

ARTICLE 6
APPLICATION FOR MEMBERSHIP

a) All applications for membership shall be made in writing to the Corresponding Secretary of the GNA.

b) A first time joining fee is required of each NEW MEMBER applying for membership with the GNA and is due with the application.

c) FULL MEMBERSHIP and DIRECT MEMBERSHIP is obtained by registering and paying the membership fee.  This registration certified membership from February 1st to January 31st of the following year.

d) MEMBERS who are renewing their membership with the GNA must do so by February 1st.  Any membership fees received on or after March 1st will incur a late charge. The late charge will be added on the 1st day of each month starting on March 1st.  Membership will be cancelled by April 1st if the fees have not been paid.

e) Each applicant for FULL MEMBERSHIP shall submit with its application a list of its CLUB MEMBERS with their names and addresses.

f) The acceptance of such application will be at the discretion of the GNA COUNCIL whose decision shall be final.

g) There must be an affirmative vote of two thirds of the total voting strength of the COUNCIL to ensure acceptance of each application.

ARTICLE 7
OBLIGATION OF MEMBERS

a) On or before January 31st of each year a MEMBER of the GNA shall forward to the Corresponding Secretary the addresses of its Officers and Executives.

b) 15 days before the Annual General Meeting a MEMBER must submit the names of the delegates elected to represent it at the Annual General Meeting.

c) Keep a register of its members and submit $1.00 for each person with the annual registration form.

d) Be the medium of communication between its members and the GNA.

e) Furnish a report on the disqualification, suspension or withdrawal of a CLUB MEMBER for any reason whatsoever to the Corresponding Secretary of the GNA.

f) Each MEMBER of the GNA is required to elect at minimum a President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Secretary or some equivalent officers.

g) Each MEMBER must participate in the Annual Presentation Dance of the GNA and shall fulfill their obligations as decided by the COUNCIL.

ARTICLE 8
RESIGNATIONS

Resignations must be submitted in writing to the Corresponding Secretary of the GNA.  The resignation will take effect thirty (30) days from the date of receipt by the Corresponding Secretary.

ARTICLE 9
VACANCIES

It is the duty of the COUNCIL to organize the filling of any vacancies.  Nominations shall be requested from the MEMBERS of the GNA and a Special General Meeting shall be called to hold the election.  In the event that the vacancy is that of the President, the Vice President should assume the position of President and a new Vice President shall be elected.

ARTICLE 10
REJOINING

A MEMBER shall be given the status of a NEW MEMBER if membership is not renewed by April 1st.  All former MEMBERS wishing to rejoin will be given the status of NEW MEMBERS.

ARTICLE 11
REMOVAL

The COUNCIL shall have power to remove membership of a MEMBER whose conduct is deemed to be detrimental to the GNA by the affirmative vote of 75% of the total voting strength of the COUNCIL.

ARTICLE 12
MANAGEMENT

The supreme authority of the GNA shall be vested in any General Meeting of the GNA.  The management of the Tournaments shall be vested in the Tournament Committee.

ARTICLE 13
OFFICERS

The Officers of the GNA shall belong to MEMBERS of the GNA and shall be the President, Vice President, Corresponding Secretary, Recording Secretary, Treasurer and Public Relations Officer, and any other officers which the GNA shall deem necessary from time to time, and shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting of the GNA.

a) The election of officers shall be held on or before January 31st at the Annual General Meeting.

b) All nominations must be proposed and seconded by persons entitled to vote.  The consent of all nominees shall be obtained before the meeting.

c) Officers shall be elected for a one-year term and shall be eligible for re-election.

d) Officers shall serve from February 1st after the elections to January 31st of the subsequent year.

e) The elections shall be by secret ballot with the assistance of three tellers appointed at the Annual General Meeting.

f) A simple majority in votes shall elect and officer.

ARTICLE 14
DUTIES OF OFFICERS

a) The President shall:

(i) preside at all meetings of the GNA

(ii) appoint all Standing or Special Committees

b) The Vice President shall:

(i) preside in the absence of the President

(ii) assume and discharge all the duties of the President

c) The Recording Secretary shall:

(i) Record all minutes of the General, Executive Committee, and Council meetings of the GNA.

(ii) Distribute minutes of the respective meetings to all MEMBERS within two (2) weeks from the meeting date.

(iii) Keep accurate listings of the membership of the GNA with the address and telephone numbers of each Member under the umbrella.

(iv) Receive and record all dues, before passing them on to the Treasurer of the GNA.

(v) Keep all GNA records filed in an orderly manner and turn them over to the central GNA files at the end of the term.

d) The Corresponding Secretary shall:

(i) Give two (2) weeks notice of all meetings, including those set up by the various committees.

(ii) Conduct all general correspondence and keep copies of correspondence.

(iii) Assist committees in preparing documents for GNA business.

(iv) Keep all GNA records filed in an orderly manner and turn them over to the central GNA files at the end of the term.

(v) Keep accurate listings of the membership of the GNA with the address and telephone numbers of each MEMBER under the umbrella.

e) The Treasurer shall:

(i) Keep proper books of account.

(ii) Pay all accounts approved by the COUNCIL or the General Meeting

(iii) Report the state of finances at every COUNCIL meeting

(iv) Present a Balance Sheet and complete statement of accounts at the Annual General Meeting of the GNA.

(v) Make arrangements for printing, sale and distribution of publications authorized by the Council.

(vi) Keep all GNA records filed in an orderly manner and turn them over to the central GNA files at the end of the term.

(vii) Keep all account and deposits in the name of the Georgia Netball Association.

f) The Public Relations Officer shall:

(i) Be responsible for publishing the GNA and its events through the media and any other available means.

(ii) Give advice on the layout and design of the GNA publication and advertising materials.

(iii) Promote the GNA and build contacts with the media public relations companies and sponsors.

ARTICLE 15 
CHAIRPERSON

The President shall be the Chairperson at the meetings of the GNA, COUNCIL and EXECUTIVE Committee.  In her/his absence, and in the absence of the Vice President, the meeting of the COUNCIL or EXECUTIVE Committee shall elect its own Chairperson.

ARTICLE 16
THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

The EXECUTIVE Committee shall consist of the elected members of the GNA and other persons appointed by the Committee.  

The EXECUTIVE Committee shall:

(i) Make recommendations to the COUNCIL.

(ii) Enforce decisions of the COUNCIL of the GNA.

ARTICLE 17
THE GNA COUNCIL

a) The COUNCIL shall consist of:

(i) The officers of the GNA

(ii) The Immediate Past President

(iii) Two representatives appointed by each MEMBER of which one must be an Officer of the club.

(iv) Any other parties appointed by the President of the GNA or EXECUTIVE Committee shall be referred to as a co-opted member.

b) The COUNCIL shall have the following powers:

(i) To carry out the aims of the GNA as regards to all administrative details but matters of policy shall be referred to the General Meeting of the GNA for final decision.

(ii) To manage and control the finances of the GNA.

(iii) To grant affiliation to MEMBERS.

(iv) To act as a Disciplinary Committee and inflict and enforce penalties on MEMBERS, Officers and person for any infringement of the Rules and Regulations of the GNA.

(v) To delegate such powers as it may deems advisable to its duly appointed representatives or sub-committees.

(vi) To appoint such sub-committees as it may deem advisable from time to time to assist in carrying out its duties.

(vii) To enlist for co-option any special purposes the services of any person or persons.

(viii) To grant transfers from CLUB MEMBERS moving from one MEMBER to another.

(ix) To receive requests, subscriptions, and donations for approved, specific or general purposes connected with Netball and to manage the same.

(x) To approve by-laws.

(xi) To prepare and submit all notices of meetings reports and statements as required in this Constitution.

(xii) To prepare and submit all reports and statements as required in this Constitution.
(xiii) To fill vacancies, except that of the President, among Officers of the GNA, in its body or in any of its sub-committees.

(xiv) To fill vacancies among the Officers of the GNA, in its body or in any of its sub-committees.
(xv) To consider all resolutions for the Annual General Meeting and to have power where necessary to reword the same.

(xvi) If any matter occurs which in the opinion of the COUNCIL is not provided for in these Rules, it shall be determined by the COUNCIL as may be deemed expedient.

(xvii) Any member of the COUNCIL who shall be absent from three consecutive meetings of the said COUNCIL, without leave of absence or a written explanation to the satisfaction of the COUNCIL, shall be deemed to vacate the office and relinquish voting rights for the year.

…Absence or a written explanation to the satisfaction of the COUNCIL shall be deemed to have vacated the office and relinquished its voting rights for the year.

ARTICLE 18
MEETINGS OF THE COUNCIL

Meetings of the Council shall be held at least once every month and shall be called by the President of at the request of at least two-thirds of the COUNCIL.  The Corresponding Secretary of the GNA shall give at least ten (10) days notice in writing for all such meetings.  Whenever a quorum cannot be formed, an EXECUTIVE meeting will be held and all matters of the League will be dealt with.  COUNCIL members present may remain as observers, however, they will not have voting power.

ARTICLE 19
VOTING AT MEETINGS OF THE COUNCIL

a) Each MEMBER of the Council shall be entitled to one vote.  Each MEMBER will have one (1) vote even though two (2) delegates represent the MEMBER.

b) Co-opted members shall have no vote.

c) The Chairperson shall have a second vote or casting vote only in the event of a tie.

d) At all meeting the vote of the majority shall rule except where specific majorities are sated in these rules.

e) Voting on any question shall be by ballot if desired by any member present.

f) One-third of the COUNCIL members shall constitute a quorum.

ARTICLE 20
REPRESENTATION AT GENERAL MEETINGS OF THE GNA



Full MEMBERS- Four delegates



Direct MEMBERS- not more than four delegates in total

MEMBERS shall submit the names of their delegates to the Recording Secretary of the GNA 15 days or more before the date of the General Meeting.  It is up to the Direct MEMBERS to meet and name their own delegates.  If there are less than four (4) in total each person is equal to one delegate.

ARTICLE 21
MEETINGS OF THE GNA

a) The Annual General Meeting of the GNA shall be held on the third Sunday in January of each year.

b) The business of the Annual General Meeting shall be:

(i) Roll call

(ii) Confirmation of the Minutes of the last General Meeting

(iii) Presentation of Annual Report and Balance Sheet

(iv) Committee Reports

(v) To consider motions, notice of which has been given in accordance with these rules.

(vi) Election of Officers

(vii) General Business

c) General Meetings of the GNA shall be held on the third Sunday of the months of April, July, October and January.

d) A CALL FOR A SPECIAL MEETING must state the business to be transacted and no other business shall be transacted except that which is stated in the call.  Notice may be by telephone or in writing.  Either way, MEMBERS must be given a minimum of five (5) days for notice for a special meeting.

e) Special business shall be:

(i) To alter or annul any of these Rules and Regulations

(ii) To add a new Rule or Regulation

(iii) To expel any Officer or MEMBER affiliated with the GNA

(iv) To express no confidence in the COUNCIL or any office

(v) To move without notice of motion on matters of extreme urgency, which shall NOT include the alteration or annulment of any of these Rules and Regulations

ARTICLE 22
QUORUM AT GENERAL MEETINGS OF THE GNA

At any meeting of the GNA, the quorum shall be 30% of the total voting strength of the GNA.

ARTICLE 23
NOTICE OF MEETINGS

a) A notice of every General Meeting shall be posted to the Secretary of all MEMBERS at least two weeks prior to the date fixed for such meeting.  Such notice shall specify the date, time, place and nature of the business of the meeting.  The accidental omission to give such notice shall not invalidate the proceedings of any General Meeting.

b) Motions concerning any business which any MEMBER wishes to be considered at the Annual General Meeting must be received by the Corresponding Secretary of the GNA at least three (3) weeks before the meeting, provided that other business may be brought forward without notice if two-thirds of the voting power of the meeting is in favor.  Such business shall NOT include alterations to these Rules and Regulations.

c) The Corresponding Secretary of the GNA shall make a copy of each motion to be circulated to all MEMBERS at least two (2) weeks before the Annual General Meeting.

ARTICLE 24
VOTING AT GENERAL MEETINGS OF THE GNA


a)
Officers of the GNA- one vote each


b)
FULL MEMBERS of the GNA- four votes each

c)
DIRECT MEMBERS of the GNA- not more that four vote (if the total DIRECT MEMBERSHIP is less than four each person is entitle to only one vote)

d) To be eligible to vote at a General Meeting of the GNA, the COUNCIL must approve MEMBERSHIP not less than thirty (30) days prior to such meetings.  In case of MEMBERS registered less than thirty (30) days, the appropriate number of delegates may attend the meeting as observers but with no voting privileges.

e) No individual except the Chairperson shall exercise more that one vote.

f) In case of equality in voting, the Chairperson of the meeting shall have a casting vote in addition to any she/he may be entitled to exercise.

g) Only MEMBERS in good financial standing will be permitted to vote.

h) All ordinary business at the General Meeting shall be decided by a bare majority on show of hands of those present and entitled to vote, or by ballot if called for, but all special business as defined in Article 21 (E) shall be decided by one-third majority of the voting power of the meeting properly recorded by a show of hands or by a ballot as required by the meeting.

i) Any CLUB MEMBER holding membership in the GNA may attend General Meetings of the GNA but may not vote if she/he is not a delegate or officer.

ARTICLE 25
MOTIONS AT MEETINGS

a) Any individual entitled to vote may move a motion and shall be entitled to speak on it before it is seconded.  If after such speech the motion is not seconded, it shall be deemed rejected by the meeting.  Any motion standing in the name of the COUNCIL need not be seconded and Members of the COUNCIL shall speak first on such motions.

b) Except with the permission of the COUNCIL no motion lost or rejected at any General Meeting may be brought up again until after the expiration of six (6) months.

c) A motion to rescind a resolution passed at a previous meeting must be circulated on the agenda and carried by seventy-five (75) percent of those present and voting.

ARTICLE 26
LACK OF QUORUM AT MEETINGS

If within thirty (30) minutes from the time appointed for a meeting a quorum of MEMBERS is not present, the meeting, if convened on the requisition of the MEMBERS, shall stand adjourned to the same day in the following week at the same time and place.  If at the adjourned meeting the quorum is not present within thirty (30) minutes of the time, appointed members present and entitled to vote shall form a quorum.  COUNCIL meetings are exempted from this Article.  The procedure followed for COUNCIL Meetings shall be specified in Article 18.

ARTICLE 27
FINANCE

a) The financial year of the GNA shall begin on February 1st and close on January 31st of the following year.  All affiliation fees shall be due by January 31st.  There will be no prorating of fees for MEMBERS joining the GNA during the year period.

b) All monies received shall be paid into the credit of the GNA at some bank/banks to be appointed by the COUNCIL.

c) All accounts shall be passed by the COUNCIL and paid by check signed by any two of the following officers: Treasurer, President, and Recording Secretary.

d) The COUNCIL shall appoint an Auditing Committee, which shall audit the accounts of the Treasurer and report at the Annual General Meeting in January.

e) The GNA shall have power to borrow money in such manner and such terms as it deems fit, but such power shall not be exercised except by resolution of seventy-five (75) percent of the total voting strength of the COUNCIL.

ARTICLE 28
SUBSCRIPTIONS AND LEVIES

a) The General Meeting shall determine the annual subscription and levies of each MEMBER from time to time.

b) Any MEMBER whose subscription or levies remain unpaid after March 1st in any year shall forfeit its rights to representation until payment is made.  After April 1st, they will cease to be affiliated for the remainder of the year.

ARTICLE 29
MISCONDUCT

a) The COUNCIL shall be the Disciplinary Committee and shall have the power to reprimand, suspend, accept the resignation of, expel or cancel any MEMBER who:

(i) May neglect or refuse a strict and honorable compliance with the Rules and Regulations of the GNA.

(ii) May by conduct bring reproach or disgrace upon the GNA

(iii) May retain and CLUB MEMBER of official objected to by the COUNCIL.

b) Should the COUNCIL have reason to believe that any MEMBER has failed to make proper inquiry into any matter likely to bring discredit to the game of Netball or into any case of alleged misconduct, it shall require the MEMBER concerned to make such inquiry and failing compliance with such request, the COUNCIL shall hold an inquiry and make a report to a General Meeting of the GNA which may take such action as it may deem fit.

c) In all cases of alleged misconduct by a MEMBER while under control of the GNA, the Council should hold an inquiry and, if necessary, impose such penalty as it deems fit provided, however, that the penalty of disqualification or expulsion is confirmed by the affirmative vote of seventy-five (75) percent of the total voting strength of the COUNCIL.

d) Where an affiliated MEMBER has passed a resolution suspending or expelling any member (should be CLUB MEMBER) for any reason whatsoever, such resolution shall be reported to the Corresponding Secretary for the purpose of being made general knowledge throughout the jurisdiction of the GNA.  When notice of such suspension or expulsion is communicated to any MEMBER (and this applies to any penalty inflicted by the COUNCIL), such MEMBER from the date of receipt of notification shall observe it thereof.

ARTICLE 30
RIGHT OF APPEAL

a) Any MEMBER within the jurisdiction of the GNA being aggrieved by a decision or ruling may appeal to the COUNCIL, and if leave is granted, the appeal shall be heard by the COUNCIL at such place and time and in such manner as the COUNCIL shall direct.

b) Any notices of appeal to the COUNCIL shall be made in writing within fourteen (14) days of the decision to the Corresponding Secretary of the GNA and shall be accompanied by a $30.00 fee, which is subject to change from time to time.

c) An Appeal Committee of five (5) persons shall hear any appeal against any decision of the COUNCIL.  Such Appeal Committee shall be appointed by the COUNCIL from persons who are not members of the same MEMBER as the appellant.

d) Pending the decision on any appeal, all penalties imposed shall be operative unless otherwise directed by the COUNCIL.

e) The decision of the Appeal Committee on any appeal shall be final.

ARTICLE 31
TRUSTEE



The officers of the GNA shall be Trustees of the GNA.

ARTICLE 32
BY-LAWS

a) The COUNCIL is empowered to make rules and recommend by-laws as are deemed necessary from time to time.

b) The by-laws may be voted on and adopted at any General Meeting of the GNA.

c) All by-laws shall come into operation as soon as voted and shall, until revoked, be binding on all MEMBERS as if they were contained in the Constitution and ignorance of them may not be please as an excuse for infraction.

ARTICLE 33
PROFESSIONAL AFFILIATIONS

The COUNCIL shall ensure that the GNA is a member in good standing of the United States of America Netball Association (USANA).

ARTICLE 34
CONTROL AND MANAGEMENT OF TOURNAMENTS

a) The COUNCIL shall appoint a Tournament Committee, which shall be responsible for the control and management of all tournaments.  The Tournament Committee shall comprise of all Standing Committee chairpersons and any other volunteers.  The Chairperson of this Committee shall be the President.  This committee shall:

(i) Make out the schedule of games

(ii) Circulate competition rules

(iii) Receive and act on all protests or inquiries pertaining to the actual operation of the Tournament

(iv) Form a Tournament Appeal Committee to handle appeals regarding tournament make up.

b) The Tournament Appeal Committee shall include:

(i) The umpires involved

(ii) All involved parties

(iii) Witnesses

(iv) The Tournament Committee

c) The Tournament Appeal Committee’s decision shall be final.

d) MEMBERS may play Netball in another league without the express permission of the GNA.

e) No concessions shall be made by the GNA to accommodate any MEMBER wishing to participate in another league.

ARTICLE 35
SUB COMMITTEES

a) The COUNCIL shall have power to appoint sub committees as it shall deem necessary.

b) Each sub committee shall include at least one member of the COUNCIL.

c) Each sub committee shall:

(i) Elect its own Chairperson who shall have an original as well as a casting vote.

(ii) Act on terms of reference outlined by the COUNCIL.

(iii) Report to the COUNCIL.

d) The President and Corresponding Secretary of the GNA shall be ex-official ex-officio members of all sub-committees, with the exception of the Selection Committee and the Appeal Committee, but shall not, unless specifically appointed by the COUNCIL as members of the sub committee, be entitled to vote.

ARTICLE 36
SELECTION COMMITTEE

a) The COUNCIL shall appoint at the first meeting of the COUNCIL a Selection Committee of six (6) persons who must be members of the GNA, including the Coach appointed by the COUNCIL.

b) It shall be the duty of the Selection Committee to select a squad as directed by the COUNCIL.

c) It shall be the duty of the Selection Committee to submit the proposed squad to the COUNCIL for approval.  The COUNCIL shall have the right to veto the selection on grounds other than play.

d) The Selection Committee shall have to power to invite players and squad members who did not attend trials to stand for selection on National teams.

e) The Selection Committee and the squad shall nominate the Captain and Vice Captains.

f) The Selection Committee shall advise the COUNCIL whether, in its opinion, a squad of sufficiently high standard for the purpose for which it is proposed is available.

g) The Selection Committee shall be dissolved on January 31st of each year.

h) The Chairperson shall keep a file of all written correspondence and records and submit them to the central GNA files at the end of their term.

ARTICLE 37
THE UMPIRE’S COMMITTEE

a) The COUNCIL shall appoint annually at its first meeting of the COUNCIL an Umpire’s Sub-committee of six (6) qualified persons who are all members of the GNA.  All members of this committee should have at least Preliminary Umpiring Award by USANA standards.

b) It shall be the duties of the Umpire’s Sub-committee to:

(i) Set and arrange for the holding of an annual practical and theoretical umpire’s examination and arrange for the correcting of such papers.

(ii) Arrange for the testing of candidates for the umpire’s awards.

(iii) Appoint umpires for games as directed by the Tournament Committee.

(iv) Follow procedures for all test taking as per USANA.

c) The Umpire’s Sub-committee shall keep a record of all theoretical examination papers and the names and results gained by all candidates who present themselves for umpire’s awards.

d) The Umpire’s Sub-Committee shall have the power to call upon the holder of an umpire’s award to present himself/herself for further tests and may, with the approval of the COUNCIL, make person ineligible to umpire for the GNA for whatever reasons.

e) The Umpire’s Sub-committee shall assume full control of the recruiting, training and selection of Umpires for all tournament games and whenever necessary, inter-league games.

f) The Umpire’s Sub-committee shall be dissolved on January 31st of each year.

g) The chairperson shall keep all correspondence and records and turn the files over to the central GNA files at the end of their term.

ARTICLE 38
THE RULES OF INTERNATIONAL NETBALL

a) All members of the GNA shall play according to the Code of Roles of the International Federation of Netball Associations (IFNA).

b) The Constitution, By-laws and Code of Rules of the International Federation of Netball Associations shall prevail.

c) The Umpire’s Sub-committee shall be the authority for interpreting the Rules of International Netball.

ARTICLE 39
AMENDMENT OF CONSITUTION

NO amendment to the Constitution shall be made except at a General Meeting or at a Special General Meeting called for the purpose by resolution carried by a majority of at least two-thirds of the voting power properly recorded at the meeting at least twenty-one (21) days notice of such proposed alterations having been given.

ARTICLE 40
CONFLICT WITH THE RULES

Any rule, by-law, or regulation of an affiliated MEMBER, which is in conflict with these rules, shall be inoperative.

ARTICLE 41
INTERPRETATION

In case of differences in opinion as to the meaning of these Rules, the COUNCIL shall interpret the Rules.

ARTICLE 42
DISSOLUTION

The GNA shall not be dissolved unless all liabilities have been discharged and a motion shall be passed by a majority of the votes recorded at a General meeting convened for that purpose.  Upon the dissolution of the GNA, any surplus remaining after payment of all liabilities shall be paid over to a designated charitable organization.

ARTICLE 43
RULES AND REGULATIONS AND DECISIONS BINDING

The Rules of Netball as adopted and amended from time to time by the Georgia Netball Association and the Rules of the GNA for the time being in force, and the decision of the COUNCIL on all doubtful and disputed points, arising in connection therewith, shall be binding on all MEMBERS.

ARTICLE 44
INDEMNITY

a) No act, matter or thing done by the COUNCIL or any Sub-committee or persons acting under the power delegated to them by the General Meeting or the COUNCIL, shall be deemed to be invalidated by reason only of inadvertent irregularity in appointment.

b) Each member of the COUNCIL shall be indemnified by the GNA against all losses and expenses incurred in or about the discharge of their duties, except such as happen to be by their own willful act, negligence or default.  No member of the COUNCIL shall be responsible for any other member of the COUNCIL or for any officer, clerk or assistant of the GNA by the insufficiency or deficiency of value of, or title to, any property or security acquired or taken on behalf of the GNA or by bankruptcy or any tortuous act of any customer of debtor of the GNA or by anything done in the execution of her/his duties or her/his office or in relation thereto, or otherwise than her/his own willful act or default.
