A New Covenant

-Who? The New Covenant

-What? Covenant: A mutual promise or agreement; especially an agreement between God 

and the Hebrew people as recorded in the Bible.

-When? 1300 BC- 1200BC

-Where? Mount Sinai

-Why Important? The covenant was based on the idea that God is just and not arbitrary. 

In addition, the laws given to Moses required a high standard of moral conduct.

-Why Important? To urge the Hebrews to stay true to their covenant with God.

16) Babylonian Captivity

· 738 BC- Israel and Judah begin paying tribute (peace money paid to a stronger power) to Assyria, hoping to assure that the Assyrians would not attack them.

· 725 BC- Assyrians begin the siege of Samaria, capital of Israel.

· 722 BC- Entire kingdom of Israel has fallen to Assyria.

· After the conquering of Israel, the Assyrians lost power to the rising Babylonian empire.

· The destruction of Judah came at the hands of the Babylonians.

· The Babylonian king, Nebuchadnezzar, ran the Egyptians out of Syria and ancient Palestine and attacked Jerusalem twice.

· 586 BC- Solomon’s Temple was destroyed in the Babylonian victory over Jerusalem.  Many survivors were exiled to Babylon.

· 539 BC- The Persian king, Cyrus the Great, conquered Babylon.  He allowed about 40,000 exiles to go back to Jerusalem to rebuild the Temple.

· 515 BC- Second Temple completed.

· 445 BC- Walls of Jerusalem rebuilt.
