“It’s a supernatural romantic comedy starring the mutant crossbreed of Largo and Hunter S. Thompson blessed with powers of the Infernal Abyss.”

Problem: Magnifico wants Olive, the only problem being she’s a student and he’s bound by his demon contract not to contact or talk to students outside of class.

· Get himself fired (visa expires, back to Hell)

· Screw the human and damn the consequences! (literally)

· Meet with Olive in secret

· Begin scheduling new practice sessions. Oral practice.

· Spy on Olive (playing spiderman, why? IT’S BETTER IN PERSON!)

· Arrange an ‘accident’ where he sees her naked and then can talk his way out of it (what arrangement is necessary? s’an anime)

· Get very drunk (last one)

· Magic message her indirectly (say, above her locker, or in the band room)

· Become very well known around campus so it doesn’t matter what the hell he does (‘humans are odd. you can commit any damn sin you please just so long as you’re famous and not this Jackson creature.’)

· Magically rewrite his contract (currently inaccessable but a good idea! Too bad he rewrote it using the wrong kind of ink…)

· Magically bash Christabel upside the head (not his only problem)

· Run the fuck away with her and change his name to Presto Digitus

· Threaten the man who wrote his contract with a whole hell of a lot of bodily harm (it was written in usual Faustian style…all Gaijin contracts are! Written by a representative of an AEON-like corp…)

Problem: Magnifico is either currently engaged with or is warming up to Olive, when on a night of Getting Very Drunk he sleeps with, of all people, Christabel.

· Blackmail Christabel to solve first problem (won’t work, contract magically enforced) (“WOW! Drunken debauchery really does solve all your problems on this plane!”) (“Won’t you be implicated, too? Your reputation will be…tarnished!” “Uh…you do remember who’s blackmailing you, right? It’s me, Magnifico! I don’t have a reputation worth tarnishing!”)

· Kill Christabel

· Kill Olive and use her soul as a puppet to his evil ends

· Get very drunk

· Sleep with Christabel again to find out what the hell is stuck up her ass

· Magically blot the event out of existence (WARNING: MIGHT DESTROY UNIVERSE)

Problem: Magnifico now has Olive, but Olive’s parents want her to marry this nice boy from college, so she proposes to Magnifico that they both drink raw hemlock and die in love.

· Run the fuck away

· Run the fuck away tactfully

· Explain he’s not ready for that kind of commitment

· Get very drunk

· Promise Olive immortality

· Actually deliver

· Run the fuck away and change his name to Presto Digitus

· Run the fuck away and change his name to something Olive doesn’t know

It’s the old story: boy meets girl, boy discovers girl is crazy homicidal, boy runs the hell away from girl.

Main plot: Magnifico/Olive love affair

Subplot: Figaro’s disillusionment with magic teaching

Subplot: Janet and Dingus

Subplot: Magnifico and Mama Mia
Act I:

Magnifico falls in love
Magnifico starts out by magic messaging Olive…she shows interest, (the Secret Admirer trick…Janet thinks it’s for her, [as do many, many other women] because some other secret admirer has been leaving messages) but Mama Mia intervenes (close call, she almost found out who it was from!)

He goes to spy on her…why? sees her naked? (“What are you reading?” “Oh, it’s a song from the new school musical: A Useless Precaution.”) Some manner of disaster. Gets help from Dingus in exchange for making Janet fall in love with her…
Magnifico’s efforts to alter Janet’s brain bring Janet’s attentions, Janet thinks he’s returning her affections

Mama Mia suspects Magnifico and Janet, reminds Magnifico of his contract

Magnifico goes to rewrite his contract (wrong kind of ink) but notices the “classroom” wording

Magnifico tutors Olive privately. Oral lessons. And charges overtime to Jampacced.

Mama Mia puts Magnifico on Fucking Rich Guy duty…Jampacced

Magnifico accidentally sleeps with Mama Mia and binds self magically to her in night of drunken passion
Act II:

Magnifico attempts to magically blot his relations with Mama Mia from existence. It doesn’t work.

Olive is Nucking Futz, four attempted suicides

Janet splits up with Brad and starts dating Dingus. 

The publicity brings Magnifico before a board of visa inquiry…low point: in Cleveland, awaiting deportation, outs with Olive, engaged to Mama Mia
Act III:

Magnifico escapes, makes his way back to Olive

Magnifico begs the Kennedys to accept him as son in law, arrives just in time to join the marriage, along with Mama Mia
There’s only one way this can all end appropriately: Four way marriage.

Characters:

The Faculty

Magnifico – hearty drinker, demon who came to Earth because he heard it was a glorious land of beer, chicks, and souls. Something like what would happen if you crossed Largo and Hunter S. Thompson and gave it the ability to bend reality to its will. (the Cowboy)

Mama Mia – former succubus, seeking redemption. Has a stick up her ass. Sold her soul for a little power over the other demons long, long ago. (the DOS)

Galileo – grizzled old coot, total slosh, has been doing this since God created the world, almost. English Teacher X, all the way. (the Vet)

Figaro – an imp, drinking partner and sometimes partner in crime of Magnifico. Earnestly believes in teaching magic for the common good, has yet to become disillusioned. (the overtrained wimp)

The Students

Olive Kennedy – A cheerful, passionate and intense young woman. Loves animals. Is learning magic because she hopes it will help her get into the good life. Is engaged to Edward, but loves Figaro.
Jampacced Kennedy – Olive’s father, the Fucking Rich Dude. Feels amorous towards ?
Brad – Mr. Cool. Sent to learn by his boss, hates demons and everything related to demons, but practices magic quite well. “Boring!” Harboring secret love of Olive, comes to head with Magnifico over her?
Janet - the princess. Talks on mobile phone, giggles with friends, offers commentary on Magnifico. Secretly crushes on him (caused by love spell?)
Dingus – the swot. Tends to quote bits of arcana and try to raise Cthulhu. Inquires as to arcane issues Magnifico has NO clue about. In love with Janet.
Mrs. Wingus – the college teacher. She’s been teaching magic since before the Conjunction, believes in a thoroughly Wiccan “you-can’t-see-TRUE-magic” view of the universe. Cannot cast to save her life, in cahoots with Dingus to ruin Magnifico’s day with arcane magical rules? “Wicca wicca wicca spell spell spell!”

Edward – the fine college boy the Kennedys have picked out for Olive to marry. Tall, good looking, makes Satan look like a choir boy.
“Dude, fairy dust.” “Fairy dust?! AH! THEY’RE IN MY HAIR! THEY’RE IN MY HAIR!”

“Potato + tomato = pomato…” 

(to Dingus) “You’re a mercenary little geek, aren’t you? Don’t you believe in true love, man?”

“You all remember Edward, tall, good looking, makes Satan look like a choirboy?”
“Seeing that the criminal justice system was not defending my rights, I released myself into my own custody.”

“I’m told most demons who meet Oblivion do so from an unconscious death wish. Not true. From what I can tell of Magnifico, he’s completely conscious about it.”

(drunken Magnifico or Galileo) “And you’re high on life, saying nothing could ever be this good…when BAM, you crash into rocks because there’s a CRAB hanging from your TESTACLES…”

“It’s only a LITTLE demoness!”
“How is the little demoness at home?”

“Hi, has anyone’s head just exploded.”
“Um, no.”
“How about now?”

Brad, to Edward, about Mama Mia stalking him: “Oh great, she’s from Hell. You didn’t give her your address, did you?”

“Sevilla, here I come!” (after the problem’s over) “I’m back, and I brought Moorish pottery, oranges, and skillful Picasso forgeries!”

“He’s not an infernal demon, he’s wearing a hat!”
“I am maintaining my power over the cantaloupe.”

(long, complicated explaination of the thievery, cut to…) “You stole a bus?!”
“I don’t mind being stripped naked and thrown in the air if you think it will help.”

“Get me down, get me down, I owe you money!”
