	IDEAS FOR POSSIBLE LESSONS
3rd Grade Social Studies
Standard: Geography 

Indicator: 1. Use political maps, physical maps and aerial photographs to ask and answer
                     questions about the local community.

Students look up the city of Groveport on Google maps using the search box. They practice zooming and manipulating the map until they can find a landmark, such as Glendening Elementary School. They look at the satellite view of this landmark. They are given a printed version of this map containing a map key and grid lines.  
                 2.  Use compass rose and cardinal directions to describe the relative locations of

                      places.
Students then use the search box to find the address of another location, such as the Post Office.  Using a compass rose and cardinal directions, they write the directions to this second landmark.

                 3.  Read and interpret maps by using the map title, map key, direction indicator and

                      symbols to answer questions about the local community. 
Students are asked questions about the community map.

                  4. Use a number/letter grid system to locate physical and human features on a map.

Students are asked to write the location of features using the grid on the printed map.
